   WILLIAM AND JANICE HILLMAN, 7228 COUNTY ROAD B, TAX PARCEL 030-0239-05
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Lang to approve the resolution and the Certified Survey Map with the following findings:
1.  The zoning change does agree with the Town’s adopted Land Use Plan.
2.  The lot frontage is substandard.

3.  The outbuilding on Lot #2 and the shared driveway are not in compliance with the Town Code. carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

PETITION FROM BREEZE STREET RESIDENTS FOR A STREET LIGHT AND CREATION OF A UTILITY DISTRICT AREA FOR ON-GOING ELECTRICAL COSTS:

Supervisor Burghardt asked if there was only one street light involved.  Chairman Snider stated yes, one streetlight will be placed on the Southeast corner of Breeze Street and Lasley Point Road. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to approve the petition from the Breeze Street residents for a street light and the creation of a utility district for parcels 030-0126,030-0126-04,030-0401,030-1490,030-1489,030-1488,030-1487,030-1486,030-1485,030-1484,030-1483 and 
030-1482; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF APPROVAL OF THE NEW MARINA AND HOTEL RESORT IN THE VILLAGE OF WINNECONNE:

Chairman Snider explained that the Village of Winneconne had asked for the Town’s support for a 116 slip clean marina and the hotel resort that has been proposed in the Village of Winneconne.
----MOTION by Chairman Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to adopt the resolution in support of approval of the new 116 slip clean marina and hotel resort in the Village of Winneconne;  
Discussion followed with Supervisor Woods stating that he had spoken to the DNR and they informed him that this size marina would not be approved. Woods added that, given this information, he would like the resolution to be more general.  
Supervisor Burghardt said he could support a smaller marina area.  
Chairman Snider suggested rewording the resolution to remove the words “116 slip” from the last paragraph and have it read “developing a resort marina that is consistent with government rules and regulations.” 
Chairman Snider and Supervisor Benedict; Aye. Supervisors Burghardt and Woods; Nay, Supervisor Lang abstained from voting; the motion failed due to lack of majority----

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
