FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:   
Chairman Snider and Supervisor Woods attended the Fire District meeting on July 9, 2012.  They reported that the F350 pickup truck had been damaged and it was currently being repaired at Wenzel Ford. There was nothing new to report about the new fire truck. The Aurora Medical Group subsidy for ambulance services has been withdrawn. Chairman Snider commented that the rescue air boat operated slower than he had anticipated during a rescue he observed on Lake Winneconne. Supervisor Woods mentioned that the Indian Shores boat landing was being used by the Fire District to fill the fire truck with water and launch the air boat.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  
Chief Hanson provided his written report.  Chief Hanson also asked Supervisor Lang to check out 7124 Shoreline Drive because the house was deteriorating. The property at 5735 County Road S, still has several unlicensed vehicles in the driveway   Chief Hanson will view this property again.
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ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:  
Supervisor Benedict reported that Paulson Road is almost finished.  He has notified the County to do tree trimming but does not know when they will get to our Town.  The culverts on Rustic Oaks are going to be fixed soon. There is a pot-hole at the end of Adams Street that was created by the snowplows and although it is technically not on Town property, we are going to have it filled.

Chairman Snider stated that he had another meeting with Ken Jaworski from Martin and Eisele about the Comprehensive Plan. They are making progress on the project and it should be completed by the end of the summer.  He also mentioned that he had accompanied the Town Assessor on several re-valuations and found the process to be very interesting.
