Attorney Seubert mentioned that the Omro K-9 Unit might not actually benefit the Town of Winneconne and he suggested that the Town invite a representative from the Omro Police Department to the next meeting to give additional information.  Supervisor Woods rescinded the Motion, second by Supervisor Benedict.  Chairman Snider will ask the Omro Police Department to attend the June meeting.   
NOTICE FROM OSHKOSH AMBULANCE REGARDING LOSS OF SUBSIDY PAYMENT FROM 

AURORA MEDICAL CENTER EFFECTIVE 2013:

Chairman Snider explained that a written notice was received from Aurora Medical Center stating that, effective in the year 2013, Aurora will no longer provide a subsidy to municipalities for ambulance service.  Chairman Snider went on to say that the effect of the change will be looked at during preparation of next year’s budget.

PROPERTY CONDITION AND UPDATE ON CODE 219-6 VIOLATIONS:   6497 CROSS RD  

Chief Hansen said that the owner is in compliance will all vehicles and is still trying to register the bus with collector plates.  Attorney Seubert said he did not have to bring legal action against the owner and added that Chief Hanson should be complimented for his persistence with this matter.
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HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES:  5800 ERIE ST

Chief Hanson said the owner has a lock but has not yet installed the hasp on the refrigerator.  At this time the owner has a lawnmower parked in front of the refrigerator door.  Chief Hanson will continue his follow up and report on it again next month.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported that the Fire District held its meeting on Monday May 14, 2012.  Emergency call volumes are higher this year than last year.  The new fire vehicle chassis has been ordered and it is anticipated that the municipalities will pay their prorated portion of approximately $225,000.
 POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson submitted his monthly report.  He told the Board that he had ordered new tire rims for the squad car, and sometime soon he anticipates updating the computer in the squad.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict reported that preliminary chip seal repair work has started on Washington Street.     He also stated that there is a 36” culvert that needs to be replaced on Jacquis Road, and the Town is applying for County aid to cover a portion of the costs.  Supervisor Benedict also said that he is adding an “L” section at the end of the Main Street dock and will still remain under the $25,000 bidding threshold.

Supervisor Woods said he would like to attend a workshop on grant writing that will be sponsored by Representative Tom Petrie.  Chairman Snider will also attend the workshop.
