WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:   
Officer Ripple stated that he had nothing to report from the County.  Supervisor Lang questioned him about an incident. The Officer replied that he had not heard anything.  Supervisor Benedict asked Officer Ripple about adjusting lane striping on Highway 116 at the County Road M intersection.   Officer Ripple referred him to Bill Demler at the County Highway Dept.
REQUEST FROM THE CITY OF OMRO POLICE DEPARTMENT FOR K-9 UNIT DONATION: 
Chief Reed, from the City of Omro Police Department, explained to the Board that the K-9 program was put in place because of the increased illegal drug usage in the area. Chief Reed went on to explain that there is a mutual aid agreement in place between the City of Omro and the Village of Winneconne and the addition of the K-9 Unit will enhance that agreement.  The amount needed in donations to fund the dog for a 5 year period is $35,000.  Other fund raising events throughout the year also will add to this total.  Supervisor Burghardt questioned if the Winneconne School District had been contacted about using the dog within their School District. Chief Reed replied that they had spoken to administration at the school.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY RECYCLING SURPLUS REVENUE BALLOT FOR 2011 FUNDS: 
The Winnebago County Solid Waste Board has offered municipalities two options in regard to refunding surplus funds.  The first option would allow the County to maintain $171,470.00 of the surplus recycling revenue, to avoid a 2011 County recycling deficit, and rebate $780,911.00 to the Signing Municipalities based on each Municipality’s actual tonnage processed and sold during the year 2011.  

The second option would require refunding the entire recycling revenue surplus of $952, 381.00 to Signing Municipalities based upon each Municipality’s actual tonnage processed and sold for the year 2011.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to vote that Winnebago County apply option number one (1) to the refund; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION PLAN (COMPREHENSIVE PLAN): 
Chairman Snider explained that the Comprehensive Plan revision from Martenson and Eisele will include updated maps and data.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to adopt Resolution 006-2012 for the Public Participation Plan during the Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan Update; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
2012 RECYCLING GRANT:  
Chairman Snider explained that the DNR has awarded the Town with a grant in the amount of $7221.61 to offset our recycling program costs. The Town had budgeted $5500.00 for this grant.

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  

Chief Hanson provided his written report.  Supervisor Benedict asked Chief Hanson to control the on-street parking situation at 5843 Lakewind Drive. Chief Hanson will check it out.  
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:  
Supervisor Benedict reported that work on Washington Street and Main Street is completed. Paulson Road still has to be finished.  The dock in Butte des Morts was started this week and the ditches will be cleaned at the end of Main Street.  Supervisor Woods reported that the culverts at Lasley Point, Paulson Road and Lasley Shore Rd. need attention.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:  
Chairman Snider and Supervisor Woods attended Congressman Tom Petri’s workshop on funding options and grant applications for local governments.  Supervisor Woods said he would like the Town to apply for a grant to expand the Broadband service within the Town.  Woods also mentioned that there is a State Contract under which the Town could purchase supplies and services at reduced rates that should be looked into.
