BOARD MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 16, 2012 -7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Matt Woods, Eric Lang and Chairman Tom Snider were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Lisa Bennett, Treasurer Susanne Jones, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Fire Chief Ryan Krings and one Town resident. Supervisor Dale Burghardt was absent. A Board quorum was present.

Clerk Zobel reported the following: 

· The State Department of Administration has set the population of the Town at 2361.  This represents a change of 11 persons since the 2010 Census.
· Winnebago County has received the surplus commodity revenue ballots from all 15 of the Signing Municipalities.  The results are as follows:  91.02% voted to have Winnebago County maintain $171,470.00 of the surplus recycling revenue to avoid a 2011 County recycling deficit and rebate $780,911.00 to the Signing Municipalities based on the Municipality’s actual tonnage processed and sold for the year 2011.  The calculations will be reviewed and finalized, and checks will be issued by the end of August.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Resident Dave Roland commented that he noticed that this was the second meeting Supervisor Burghardt has missed since he had been elected.  Chairman Snider responded that he had excused Supervisor Burghardt for this meeting.

COMMENTS TO WINNEBAGO COUNTY BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS REGARDING REQUEST FOR VARIANCE TO THE COUNTY ZONING CODE: 

     BRIAN AND RENEE HACKER, 7124 SHORELINE DRIVE, PARCEL ID 030-1329
Chairman Snider explained the that the Hackers are seeking a variance from Winnebago County for a  reduced shore yard set back and to reduce the floodplain fill around a proposed residence.  Supervisor Woods said it would appear that the variance would result in the proposed home being the closest residence to the shoreline. No Board action.
COMMENTS TO WINNEBAGO COUNTY ZONING REGARDING CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP:

Chairman Snider commented that the property owner was selling 80 feet of land to their neighbor. No Board action.
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APPLICATION FOR ONE (1) TIME SLUDGE DISPOSAL PERMIT:
     JEFF WALDVOGEL TRUCKING AT PROPERTY OWNER JIM SELLE, 5310 E. STATE 
     ROAD 116, PARTS OF PARCELS 030-0157, 030-0172 AND 030-0175

Supervisor Woods said he assumed that the DNR would monitor any disposal of sludge on farm land.  There was discussion about the amount of sludge that would be distributed per acre.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to approve the application for a one (1) time sludge disposal permit for Jeff Waldvogel Trucking at property owned by Jim Selle, 5310 State Road 116, on part of Tax Parcels 030-0157, 030-0172, and 030-0157; carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----
PAYMENT OPTIONS FOR TOWN’S EXPENDITURE ON NEW FIRE DISTRICT VEHICLE

Chief Krings explained that $225,000 was the total that the Fire District needed for the new fire truck. The Town will be responsible for approximately 48% of the $225,000.  Chairman Snider explained that the Board would have to take out a loan or raise the 2012 tax levy to fund our payment.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to apply for a loan from the State Board of Commissioners of Public Lands for our payment towards the new fire truck; carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----  
ORDINACE & PERMIT APPLICATION TO REGULATE DOOR TO DOOR SALES

Attorney Seubert provided a proposed ordinance to regulate door to door sales.  Supervisor Lang said he felt the Town was moving too quickly on this ordinance.  He had spoken to several Town constituents and the majority where of the opinion that the Town should regulate all transient sales with no exceptions or have no regulation at all.  Supervisor Benedict stated he felt the approval of the applications should not be the responsibility of the Town Clerk, but rather requests should come before the Town board. Supervisor Woods said that based upon his experience at his own home, the Board should consider an ordinance to protect all Town residents.   Chairman Snider asked that this be placed on next months agenda for further discussion.

APPROVE OPERATORS LICENSE: Alexi Quinn

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve an Operators License for Alexi Quinn; carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----  

PROPERTY CONDITION AND UPDATE ON CODE 219-6 VIOLATIONS:   
     6497 CROSS RD  

Chief Hansen stated that the bus on the property had been licensed.  Attorney Seubert commented that the Town had started legal action.

HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES: 

     5800 ERIE ST: 
Chief Hanson reported that he supplied the property owner with a lock for the refrigerator but it had not yet been installed.  Attorney Seubert told Chief Hanson to issue a citation.
     5872 CRESTVIEW (030-1338-01):  
Supervisor Lang said he had sent a letter to the owner and he will keep an eye on the property.
     HIAWATHA DR., TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149-01, 030-1149-02:  
Chief Hanson said there has been some clean up at the properties but it is not completed yet.  He will monitor the property and give a report at the next meeting.  
     7124 SHORELINE DRIVE
House has been razed. No further issues with the property.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:   

Chief Krings stated the Annual Budget Meeting was held on August 10, 2012 at 7:00 PM.  The District will be testing new radios in September and October with hopes of going live in February 2013.  The Aurora Medical Group subsidy for ambulance services has been withdrawn as of the end of this year.  Costs for Ambulance service will increase by $2.90 or $3.83 per capita; this will need to be budgeted for in 2013. Chairman Snider commented that the rescue air boat operated slower than he had anticipated during a rescue he observed on Lake Winneconne. Chief Krings agreed and said they were looking into other options.  
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POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  
Chief Hanson provided his written report. He mentioned the property at 5735 County Road S has one of the vehicles on a trailer and in the garage and he was not sure about the fourth vehicle. Chief Hanson sent the property owner a letter stating they had until August 24, 2012 to bring the property up to code.
Supervisor Woods asked Chief Hanson to increase patrol on the first day of school near the Forest Park and Hiawatha Drive intersection between the hours of 7:00 and 8:30 am.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:  

Supervisor Benedict reported that Winnebago County expects paving to start on County Road M on Monday August 20, 2012. The first coat of asphalt will be put on Paulson Road after County Road M is completed. The end of Main Street near the Butte des Morts boat landing will also be paved. Supervisor Benedict added that he is considering striping on Cross Road and Clow Road.  Breezewood Lane will be striped by the DOT.  Benedict also stated that Rozek Road should be open by the end of the month. 
Supervisor Woods questioned the old pilings being cut off and left under the new dock at the Butte des Morts boat landing, Supervisor Benedict explained that Radtke Contracting couldn’t pull the pilings out and it was felt that since they are under the new dock there should not be a problem.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:  
Chairman Snider spoke to Village Administrator Steve Volkert about the hotel/marina complex that is being considered for the Lang Landings property.  Several major hotel chains are interested in the property. Archeological and environmental studies will also be completed.
