BOARD MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 20, 2012 -7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Matt Woods, Eric Lang and Chairman Tom Snider were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Lisa Bennett, Treasurer Susanne Jones, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Attorney Patrick Seubert, a Winnebago County Sheriff’s Deputy and ten Town residents. A Board quorum was present.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

Chairman Snider asked the Board to allow item 9 to be moved ahead of item 8. The Board was in agreement.

NOTICE VERIFICATION: Clerk Zobel verified agenda notices were posted on September 14, 2012 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., Butte des Morts Post Office, Wayne’s Piggly Wiggly and YDS Yarn & Fabric. Correspondence: 
Clerk Zobel reported the following:
· The Town received a payment from the Winnebago County Solid Waste Management Board in the amount of $13,727.61 for the 2011 rebate in surplus recycling commodity revenue. 
· Notice from the Winnebago County Zoning Department that the Variance for Brian Hacker, 7124 Shoreline Dr., Tax Parcel 030-1329 had been granted with modifications to the request and with an additional condition. The information will remain on file in the Town for the Tax Parcel.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Chairman Snider recognized Richard Schoenbohm, a candidate for the Assembly District 56 position. Mr. Schoenbohm displayed a map of the re-drawn districts and reviewed his credentials and philosophy.

Resident Steve Raehl, 7231 Cross Road, spoke against the road name change for Wentzel Road stating that the change would cause a financial hardship and loss of business to the commercial enterprises he operates on that road. Mr. Raehl added that former Chairman Rengstorf lived on Wentzel Shore Road.

Chairman Snider said he had suggested Wentzel Road rather than Wentzel Shore Road because there were fewer property owners that would be affected on Wentzel Road.

Resident Kathy Hoss, 7231 Cross Road, said she was against the name change. 
Resident Mike Will, 6109 Lasley Point Road, stated that he was against the name change because it would be a hardship and extra expense for the property owners.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:   
The Deputy had been called out from the meeting. No report.
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NORB RICH TREE FARM PROPERTY DONATION, 5007 GINNOW ROAD: 

Jeff Conger addressed the Board on behalf of his mother, Sandra Conger. Sandra Conger has been named the Personal Representative for the Norbert Rich Estate which has a 40 acre tree farm that they are proposing turning over to the Town so that it would become a park bearing Mr. Rich’s name. Ms. Conger is also proposing that the estate work with the Winneconne High School to have a design competition to develop a memorial to Mr. Rich which would address education in the conservation, forestry and wildlife habitat management areas. The estate would provide a budget of $5000 for the memorial, with Ms. Conger choosing the winning design and offering a $1000 scholarship in Mr. Rich’s name to be split by the winning team. 
Chairman Snider reviewed the proposal and said that the FFA might have an interest in something like this. He added that the town would have to consider other issues such as the maintenance on the existing home, the existing septic and well and the possible need for restrooms in the future. Chairman Snider suggested that the Board make on-site visit to the property to gain insight into the issue.

Supervisor Burghardt suggested that the Congers contact the school regarding the FFA involvement and also bring the matter before the School Board.

BUILDING MOVING PERMIT FOR KIM JANSEN, 6882 WENTZEL SHORE ROAD, 

TAX PARCEL NUMBER 030-1208:
Chairman Snider explained that the Town ordinance requires that the permit be approved by the Board rather than the Building Inspector.

Supervisor Burghardt asked if there was any reason that the permit before the board should not be approved. 

Chairman Snider said that the permit was complete except for receipt of the surety bond.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to approve the building moving permit for Kim Jansen at 6882 Wentzel Shore Road, Tax Parcel 030-1208 contingent upon receipt of the surety bond; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: 
     LEONARD PALMERI, CLARKS POINT RD, TAX PARCEL 030-1305

Chairman Snider explained that the Board was advisory to Winnebago County since the property was under shore land zoning. Supervisor Burghardt added that the parcel was also on a private road.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to recommend that Winnebago County approve the Certified Survey Map for Leonard Palmeri, Clarks Point Road, Tax Parcel 030-1305; 

Motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

ORDINANCE TO CHANGE WENTZEL ROAD TO HARVEYS WAY:
Supervisor Woods questioned whether there might be some roads planned in the future that could be named for former Chairman Rengstorf.

Chairman Snider said there were no immediate plans to for any roads to be built and he had chosen Wentzel Road because that was a road that the Chairman Rengstorf had traveled daily.

Supervisor Lang added that he felt that things were so economically tight that he did not like burdening businesses with extra costs.
Supervisor Benedict said that he agreed that changing the road name could be costly to the business owners and the tree that had been planted, along with the plaque that is going to be installed, was a good start in honoring Chairman Rengstorf.

Atty. Seubert stated that the Board should move the agenda.
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UPDATE TO ORDINANCE 237-2, FIREARMS: 
        TO ADD “BACKDROP” REQUIREMENT TO TARGET SHOOTING

Supervisor Lang explained that the District Attorney has filed charges after two incidents of bullets ricocheting into a Town resident’s yard. The defendant was target shooting lawfully but was not using a backdrop which could have prevented the incident. Supervisor Lang went on to say that adding the backdrop requirement to the Town ordinance could possibly prevent something like this from happening in the future and could also give added protection to boaters.

Supervisor Woods questioned the effectiveness of changing the ordinance when it was applied to hunters since they would never have a backdrop

Chairman Snider asked Supervisor Lang to provide the Board with the actual language he would like to see in the ordinance.  The item will be discussed again next month.
RESOLUTION TO APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE AN APPLICATION TO THE STATE FOR 

A  LOAN OF $110,000 TO FIANACE THE TOWN PORTION OF THE NEW FIRE TRUCK:
Chairman Snider explained that Town’s portion for the fire vehicle may be less than the $110,000 but the Town needed to state an actual amount on the loan papers. 

The following preamble and resolutions were presented by Supervisor Woods and were read to the meeting.

By the provisions of Sec. 24.66 of the Wisconsin Statutes, all municipalities may borrow money for such purposes in the manner prescribed, and, 

 
By the provisions of Chapter 24 of the Wisconsin Statutes, the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin is authorized to make loans from the State Trust Funds to municipalities for such purposes. (Municipality as defined by Sec. 24.60(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes means a town, village, city, county, public inland lake protection and rehabilitation district, town sanitary district created under Sec. 60.71 or 60.72, metropolitan sewerage district created under Sec. 200.05 or 200.23, joint sewerage system created under Sec. 281.43(4), school district or technical college district.) 

THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Winneconne, in the County(ies) of Winnebago, Wisconsin, borrow from the Trust Funds of the State of Wisconsin the sum of One Hundred Ten Thousand And 00/100 Dollars ($110,000) for the purpose of financing Town portion of  fire truck and for no other purpose. 


The loan is to be payable within 10 years from the 15th day of March preceding the date the loan is made. The loan will be repaid in annual installments with interest at the rate of 2.75 percent per annum from the date of making the loan to the 15th day of March next and thereafter annually as provided by law. 

RESOLVED FURTHER, that there shall be raised and there is levied upon all taxable property, within the Town of Winneconne, in the County(ies) of Winnebago, Wisconsin, a direct annual tax for the purpose of paying interest and principal on the loan as they become due.

RESOLVED FURTHER, that no money obtained by the Town of Winneconne by such loan from the state be applied or paid out for any purpose except financing Town portion of fire truck without the consent of the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands.  

RESOLVED FURTHER, that in case the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin agrees to make the loan, that the chairman and clerk of the Town of Winneconne, in the County (ies) of Winnebago, Wisconsin, are authorized and empowered, in the name of Town to execute and deliver to the Commission, certificates of indebtedness, in such form as required by the Commission, for any sum of money that mat be loaned to the Town pursuant to this resolution. The chairman and the clerk of the Town will perform all necessary actions to fully carry out the provisions of Chapter 24 Wisconsin Statutes, and these resolutions.



RESOLVED FURTHER, that this preamble and these resolutions and the aye and no vote by which they were adopted, be recorded, and that the clerk of this Town forward this certified record, along with the application for the loan, to the Board of Commissioners of Public Lands of Wisconsin. 
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Supervisor Matt Woods moved adoption of the foregoing preamble and resolution.

BUDGET RESOLUTION 003-2012 TO TRANSFER $85.00 FROM THE CONTINGENCY FUND

TO THE RECREATION FACILITIES –WOLF WILDERNESS FUND:
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to approve Budget Resolution 003-2012 to transfer $85.00 from the Contingency Fund to the Recreational Facilities Wolf Wilderness Fund;

motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----  
INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD FUNDING PROJECT- TOWN PROPOSAL FOR 2013:
Supervisor Woods reminded that for the last 10 plus years the Town had given the Industrial Development Board appropriation to the Village of Winneconne. He went on to say that with the highway upgrades completed at the intersection of USH 45 and State Highway 116, he felt the Town should have an economic development study completed as a starting point to try to get businesses into that area of the Town. 
Supervisor Burghardt asked the cost of such a study.
Supervisor Woods said he would like to put the item out for bids.

Chairman Snider said he had checked with a Wisconsin Towns Association Attorney and was told that having a study done was legal.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to seek cost proposals for an economic development study to see what is needed to draw businesses to the USH 45 and STH 116 intersection; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

TOWN HALL RENTAL ORDINANCE AND POLICY:
Supervisor Lang explained that resident and Girl Scout leader Sonja Schrader has asked to use the Town Hall for Scout meetings once a month for the next nine months for a one-time fee of $50. 
Chairman Snider asked if any of the dates would conflict with current meeting schedules and expressed concern that the Board might be setting precedence.

Sonja Schrader replied that her meetings would be on the first Thursday of each month. She added that she wanted to donate her time and equipment to do a carpet cleaning in the meeting hall as additional payment to the Town.

Attorney Seubert stated that although the Town Hall is a public facility, the Board would have to consider similar requests from other groups and could be setting a precedent.

Supervisor Burghardt reminded the Board that the Ordinance did include a provision that allowed variances to be granted.

Supervisor Woods said he was concerned that the Town could have the room booked for these meetings and then not be available to others that would be paying the full fee.

There was discussion about the negative issues for the club at previous locations.

Attorney Seubert said the Board should let the club use the hall free for their October meeting and that would give the Board time to review the Ordinance.

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Woods to allow the Girl Scouts to use the Town Hall on October 4, 2012 at no charge; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
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ORDINACE & PERMIT APPLICATION TO REGULATE DOOR TO DOOR SALES:
Supervisor Woods stated that he had had an incident at his home were individuals were supposedly selling educational materials and on the same day had received a notice from the school that there were people out posing as poll takers for the school. It was because of this episode that he had recommended that the Board look at implementing the ordinance that Attorney Seubert had drafted.
Supervisor Lang provided this written list for the Board to consider.
1.  Covered under 219-2 Public Nuisance

a. Substantially annoy, injure or endanger the comfort, health, repose or safety of public

2.   Background check- how, who, cost, timeframe, who determines if it is acceptable. If using CCAP no charges are     

      needed. Why are we charging & what will money be used for?

3.   The town is impeding the right for someone to make a living by charging a fee. 

4.   If Supervisor Woods is concerned about safety for himself and family then needs to be all or none; risk is still a  

      concern and applies for religious group, food vendors, person selling educational books, politicians etc. I am 

      sure if someone was taking inventory of persons property more than likely would be discreet and can do from 

      road without permit. 

5.   Some Constituents rely on these door to door services due to not having Internet or being able to be mobile 

      enough to travel to purchase goods. We will be taking that right away if we charge possibly. 

6.  If Company has a record of sales in the township for several years would they would be exempt.150-3 (F.) 
        Any person who has had, or one who represents a company which has had, a prior business 

        transaction, such as a prior sale or credit arrangement, with the prospective customer. 
7.   Every constituent has the right to put a no solicitor sign up and that will prevent door to door sales.

8.   If permit is given who will decide what happens and when a complaint is filed. Also until they are proven guilty 

      are they still able to sell? They have a permit that says they can. 

9.   Direct Sellers regulation is very vague and all together is an unnecessary regulation and cost to both town and 

      seller. If using CCAP no charges apply?

10. Up until Supervisor Woods proposed this regulation have we as a town had any complaints, problems, or  

      concerns and if so by whom. (besides Supervisor Woods) I have interviewed 16 constituents and 14 feel it is 

      unnecessary regulation and 2 liked it for safety reasons but needs to apply to all for it to be effective. 

11. What are state laws on this if any? 

He added that he was against a law that was charging people for trying to make living, was too vague, made extra work and did not apply to all people out selling door to door.
Supervisor Woods said that there was no intent to impede those trying to make living. 

Resident Dave Roland said he had had four transients stop at his home a couple weeks ago and the same people in a different vehicle were at his son’s home shortly thereafter. Mr. Roland added that he would have felt safer had he known that the group was licensed by the Town.

----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the Ordinance and permit application to regulate door to door sales; Chairman Snider no, Supervisors Benedict, Burghardt and Lang no, Supervisor Woods aye, motion defeated by a 4-1 roll call vote----

Supervisor Burghardt suggested that the Board members think about the ordinance and reconsider 

amendments to the proposed wording next month.

Chief Hanson said the property is in compliance with the Town Code.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods attended the Fire District Annual Meeting. He reported that the Fire District 2013 budget will remain at the same level as the 2012 budget. Fire Chief Krings is checking prices for an open water rescue boat. It was also noted that the Aurora Medical Group ambulance subsidy payment will expire on December 31, 2012 and therefore the municipalities will have to adjust their budgets for 2013. 
The new fire vehicle payment will be due in January.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  

     ACCEPT RESIGNATION OF POLICE DEPUTY ERIC ANDRE

Chief Hanson stated that he had accepted the resignation of Deputy Eris Andre. Chief Hanson explained to the Board that he hoped to be retiring from his full time job at the end of the year and he would then cover the hours that the Deputy worked. Chief Hanson also provided his written report.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:  
Superintendent of Highways Benedict said that County Road M should be completed soon. He said he was going to contact the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department about the speeding on County Road M. He added that the roadwork at the Butte des Morts boat landing and on Ontario Street will be completed this year. The County will be trimming trees along the road right-of-way soon.
