A Board quorum was present.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:   
No Deputy present.
WOLFRUNNER SNOWMOBLIE CLUB REQUEST TO USE LASLEY POINT ROAD AND BALL PRAIRIE ROAD AS A WINTER TRAIL: 
Residents Scott and Teri Johnson asked on behalf of the Wolfrunners Snowmobile Club to use the two roads as a winter trail.  Supervisor Benedict commented that a sign advertising M. Schettl Freight Sales might pose a safety hazard on the trail and he will have the sign removed.  Scott Johnson also mentioned he would be the contact person for the club.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to allow the Wolfrunners Snowmobile Club to use Lasley Point Road and Ball Prairie Road as a winter trail; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
WINNEBAGO COUNTY VARIANCE REQUEST: 

     ERIC HOFFMAN/BARBARA SALEMI, PARCEL NO. 030-0966, 5057 RIVERMOORE DRIVE
Chairman Snider reported that the Plan Commission recommended approval of the variance as long as there are no adverse effects on drainage for the neighboring properties.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to recommend that Winnebago County approve the variance request for Hoffman/Salemi, Parcel No. 030-0966, 5057 Rivermoor Drive   as long as there are no adverse effects with drainage on neighboring properties; carried on a unanimous 
5-0 voice vote----
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APPROVE THE 2013 BUDGET:
Chairman Snider stated that he heard the costs for the ambulance service may increase.  Assistant Chief Quigley stated he was going to find out more about the exact cost and get back to us.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the 2013 Town Budget; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
OPERATORS LICENSE:   BETTY A. BREWER
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt second by Supervisor Woods to approve the operator’s license for Betty A. Brewer; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
ANNUAL ANIMAL IMPOUND AND MAINTENANCE CONTRACT:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods second by Supervisor Lang to renew the annual animal impound and maintenance contract with Animal Welfare League, Inc.; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

Supervisor Burghardt suggested that the ordinance be reviewed in order to charge back fees to owners that have their dogs impounded.
INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD FUNDING PROJECT TOWN PROPOSAL FOR 2013:
Supervisor Woods said that the Towns proposal was denied last your.  This year he had intended on submitting a proposal to use the money to help the Town increase Broadband service.  Recently he learned that the cable providers, Charter Communications, Inc., would do a survey of the Town to review the increase of availability in the area.  At no cost to the Town, Charter would consider making service available in more areas.   Chairman Snider stated that East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission was willing to assist the Town, at no cost, in preparing a development plan for the Commercial lots near the intersection of USH 45 and County Road GG.
ORDINACE & PERMIT APPLICATION TO REGULATE DOOR TO DOOR SALES:
There was discussion about the proposed ordinance.  Some concerns where expressed about enforcement of the law and about the small number of problems that have been reported.  Supervisor Benedict said he did not agree that the Clerk should be responsible for approving permits.  Chairman Snider said that neighboring Towns that have a similar ordinance continue to have peddlers operating without obtaining a permit.  Supervisor Burghardt questioned why we would enact an ordinance that would be difficult to enforce.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods second by Chairman Snider to adopt the proposed ordinance and permit application to regulate door to door sales; Supervisors Benedict, Burghardt and Lang; Nay, Supervisor Woods, Chairman Snider; Aye; motion failed on a 3-2 roll call vote.----
HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES:  

          HIAWATHA DRIVE TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149-01, 030-1149-02
Supervisor Lang reported that the owner said that he would license the vehicles.  The problem will be looked at again next month.
            6780 SUNSET TRAIL

Supervisor Lang said the hot tub and one trailer have been removed from the property.   No further concerns at this time.
Chairman Snider asked the committee to look at the Paul Winter and Rozek Road/Breezewood Road properties.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley spoke about the new Fire Truck that is being ordered in early January.  He added that the new radios will be in operation after the first of the year and there will not be a fine for the late start up.  CPR re-certification is continuing with all personnel.  Quigley also said that he believed that Gold Cross Ambulance would be bidding on the contract for ambulance services when the current contract expires. He added that training, quality of service and response time would need to be evaluated.   There were 273 ambulance runs this year this has remained the same for the last six years.  He reported that the fall dance raised $7000 for training expenses.  The Fire District is also considering the purchase of a used rescue boat.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT: 

Chief Hanson submitted his written report.  
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT: 
Supervisor Benedict said that Paulson Road and the Butte Des Morts boat landing were completed.  He added that the High Pointe Drive sink holes were repaired and that 5 culverts were replaced.  He is going to have a “Bus Stop Ahead” sign placed on Breezewood Lane and he is looking into permanent “No Parking” signs on Ball Prairie Road.
