A Board quorum was present.

Clerk Zobel reported the following:
· Effective January 1, 2013 the standard solid waste tipping fee will be $37.00 per ton.  The recycling tipping fee will remain at $5.00 per ton.

· The Board of Commissioners of Public Lands approved the Towns loan application to finance the Town’s portion of the fire truck.

· The Board received a letter from Bieser Realty asking them to look into the activities at 5939 County Road GG.

· The Department of Administration has set the final population as of January 1, 2012 for the Town of Winneconne at 2361.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  

Scott Johnson asked the board if the Wolf Runners Snowmobile Club could use Lasley Point Road and Ball Prairie Road as a designated snowmobile trail. Supervisor Benedict asked that the snowmobiles stay in the ditch area.   This will be put on the agenda for discussion for November.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:   
Deputy Owens had no new information for the Board. Supervisor Benedict voiced concerns about speeding vehicles near the corner of Highway 116 and County Road M.    

NORB RICH TREE FARM PROPERTY DONATION, 5007 GINNOW ROAD: 

Chairman Snider turned the issue over to Supervisor Burghardt, as he is on the Winneconne School Board.  Chairman Snider feels the Town Board should tour the property and he is going to set up a date.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to maintain Town Zoning; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

ANNUAL RENEWAL OF E-911 JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT WITH WINNEBAGO COUNTY:

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to renew the E-911 Joint Powers Agreement with Winnebago County; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call----

  UPDATE TO ORDINANCE 237-2, FIREARMS:  

        TO ADD “BACKDROP” REQUIREMENT TO TARGET SHOOTING

Supervisor Lang said that he was waiting for additional information.  No Board action.

INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD FUNDING PROJECT TOWN PROPOSAL FOR 2013 

  There was discussion about applying for the IDB funds.  

----MOTION by Chairman Snider, second by Supervisor Burghardt to have Supervisor Woods prepare an application for the 2013 IDB funds; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

COST ESTIMATE FOR CONSULTANT FEES:

Chairman Snider explained that the East Central Wisconsin Regional Plan Commission has offered to assist municipalities with planning issues at no charge.

----MOTION by Chairman Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to authorize Chairman Snider to apply for the assistance from East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

TOWN HALL RENTAL ORDINANCE AND POLICY:  

Chairman Snider expressed concerns about setting a precedent and suggested we leave the ordinance as it is.  Supervisor Lang also stated that he had another request for free hall usage. He also suggested that the ordinance remain unchanged.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Benedict to allow Sonja Schrader, town resident, to clean the other ½ of the carpet in exchange for a no-cost meeting at the Town Hall; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

ORDINACE & PERMIT APPLICATION TO REGULATE DOOR TO DOOR SALES:  

Supervisor Woods said he could agree to a compromise in the proposed ordinance that would require a permit but without a fee being charged. Supervisor Lang said out of state merchants will not show up on a Wisconsin records check.  No board action.
HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES:  

          HIAWATHA DRIVE TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149-01, 030-1149-02
Chief Hanson said that the tree was gone but the car is still there.  He will follow up with the owner about registration of the car.
            6780 SUNSET TRAIL: 

Supervisor Lang and Supervisor Burghardt reported that they could see no health or safety issues with the property.  The lawn was mowed and the trailers were placed in an orderly fashion. Chief Hanson will continue to check the property.

A complaint came in about 5574 Erie Street.  It will be placed on next month’s agenda.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  There have been no meetings lately.   Chief Hanson reported that the  new fire truck production is right on schedule. The new radio system will be online soon.

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  

Chief Hanson submitted his written report.  He stated that the squad car’s computer needs to be replaced because the county is converting to a different system. The cost will be approximately $2854.00.   Supervisor Woods thanked the Chief for parking the squad car on Hiawatha Drive for the opening day of school. It was effective against speeders.
