CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

        COUNTY VARIANCE FOR SUSAN DUPONT: NEW HOME WITH REDUCED FILL

Chairman Snider reminded the board that this property was under County Zoning and the Town is advisory to the County. Mention was made that the County Variance for Hoffman/Salemi on Rivermoor Drive was granted with conditions.  

        WRIT OF CERTIROARI:  BRICCO V: TOWN OF WINNECONNE AND THE TOWN OF WINNECONNE BOARD OF REVIEW

Attorney Patrick Seubert informed the Board that Rural Insurance attorneys would represent the Town in this law -suit.
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PUBLIC COMMENT:  

Joe Yana, 5740 Main Street, speaking on behalf of the Butte des Morts Conservation Club, reviewed with the Board the recent upgrades made on Terrell Island.  Mr. Yana asked if the Board would be willing to relax the annual reporting requirements for the Club. Chairman Snider said the original agreement stated that the gate should be removed; there should be an advertisement in the Winneconne News twice a year stating the property is available to the public, and that the annual report should identify at least12 public events held on the property. Snider added that the 2012 report indicated that the club was not in compliance and he was not in favor of relaxing the requirements.  No Board action.

BUTTE DES MORTS CONSERVATION CLUB ANNUAL REPORT AND TAX EXEMPT STATUS:
Chairman Snider said that the item had been covered under public comment.  Mr. Yana requested the Town express their concerns in a letter to the club.
WINTER ROAD MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE VILLAGE AND THE TOWN: GRANT STREET/5TH AVENUE/MEMORIAL DRIVE

----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to accept the winter road maintenance agreement between the Village of Winneconne and the Town of Winneconne for Grant Street, 5th Avenue and Memorial Drive.
Supervisor Benedict explained the previous agreement with the Village of Winneconne had expired for these roads.  Supervisor Lang asked if a quote from Radtke was obtained for comparison.  Supervisor Benedict said no, but he felt that the Village price was fair.  Supervisor Burghardt said that he would like to see the renewal and cancellation options more clearly defined in the agreement. 
Supervisor Benedict withdrew his Motion.
AUTHORIZE WINNECONNE POYGAN FIRE DISTRICT USAGE OF 2012 EXCESS FUNDS FOR SEARCH AND RESCUE BOAT:

Fire Chief Krings explained their current rescue boat was not appropriate for open water rescues.  The District did find a boat for approximately $26,000.  Since the Fire District has extra money left in their 2012 budget because Winnebago County assisted in the purchase of new radios, the District is asking the Boards for approval to use these excess funds to purchase the rescue boat.
Chairman Snider asked if the County supported the District’s purchase of the boat and also questioned who was responsible for paying for the insurance on the boat.  Chief Krings responded that yes, the County was in support of the boat and the District will be paying for the insurance.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Lang to authorize the Winneconne Poygan Fire District use of 2012 excess funds for a search and rescue boat; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
Chairman Snider noted that two Deputies from the County where present.  The Deputy said they had nothing to report for the Town and questioned if there were any issues for them from the Board.  Chairman Snider asked if they would increase patrol on Lasley Point Road and County Highway M.  The Deputy responded they had increased the patrol on County Road M and would continue to patrol the area.
