WINTER ROAD MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE VILLAGE AND THE TOWN: GRANT STREET/SOUTH 5TH AVENUE/MEMORIAL DRIVE/NORTH 9TH STREET

RESCIND AND RECREATE CHAPTER 270 FOR NEW DRIVEWAY ORDINANCE:
There was discussion concerning some of the wording in the ordinance.  Chairman Snider will amend the language and add definitions for consideration next month.  No Board action.
APPROVE OPERATORS LICENSE: ETHAN OLEJNIK 
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to approve the Operators License for Ethan Olejnik; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

PLAN COMMISSION RULES OF PROCEDURE:

Supervisor Burghardt said he would like to add a stipulation in the rules that neither the Chairman nor the Vice Chairman could be a Town Board member.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the Plan Commission Rules of Procedure with the added stipulation that neither the Chairman nor the Vice-Chairman shall be a Town Board member; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
EAST CENTRAL WIS. REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION PROJECT APPROVAL:  
Chairman Snider announced that the Town has been selected to receive free technical assistance from the Commission for an Infrastructure Study and Needs Analysis at the intersection of Wisconsin 45 and Wisconsin 116/CTH GG.
WINNEBAGO COUNTY INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD FUNDING UPDATE:
Chairman Snider said the Town had asked for IDB funds to do a broadband study.  He added that the rules to be eligible to obtain the funds had changed, and the Town must have an Economic Development Committee in order to be considered for funding.  Supervisor Woods questioned if it would be possible to advertise the Town in the Chamber Visitor Guide.  Chairman Snider and Supervisor Woods will draft an article about the Town to submit to the Winneconne Chamber of Commerce.
PAUL WINTER PROPERTY UPDATE:
Chief Hanson reported that there are 3 vehicles on the property that are not registered and the registrations on two others will expire in the next two months.  Attorney Seubert stated the Board should decide when action should be taken and what should be done with the vehicles.  He suggested the issue be held over for next month to give Chief Hanson time to contact salvage dealers and to make a list describing the vehicles.   No Board action.

Supervisor Benedict responded that the State did not use Woodland Road to haul the materials.  Supervisor Woods asked if guardrails were going to be installed on Rozek Road and Sohrweide Road. Supervisor Benedict said he would contact the State and check into it.
