MARCH 21, 2013 -7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Lisa Bennett, Treasurer Susanne Jones, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Attorney Patrick Seubert and three town residents. A Board quorum was present.

APPROVE MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 21, 2013 BOARD MEETING:

PUBLIC COMMENT:     
Matt Sagorac, 6902 Sunset Trail, expressed concerns about the sunken lateral areas in the road on Sunset Trail.  He said he spoke to several of the residents on that road and they are also concerned about the condition of the road.  John Rath, 6852 Sunset Trail, voiced the same complaint.  Dave Roland, 6031 Lasley Point Road, said he had been on the road recently and it needed repair.
WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
The officer in attendance said he had nothing new to report.  Supervisor Benedict asked the officer if it would be possible to start the “no passing” zone on County Road M at STH 116 going north to the crest of the hill.  The officer said he would relay the request to the Sheriff’s Department.
UPDATE ON BOARD OF REVIEW LAWSUIT:
Chairman Snider explained that the court had upheld the Board of Review decision on the assessment for the James Bricco property at 5663 Courtney Plummer Road.
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RESOLUTION NO. 002-2013 TO ESTABLISH A ROAD MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT 
WITH THE TOWN OF WINCHESTER:

Chairman Snider explained that the Town only has a verbal agreement with the Town of Winchester regarding how maintenance is divided for Woodland Road and Breezewood Lane.  A formal agreement has been drafted.

 ----MOTION by Chairman Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to adopt Resolution No. 002-2013 to establish a road maintenance agreement with the Town of Winchester for Woodland Road and Breezewood Lane; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
PLAN COMMISSION REQUEST FOR $2000 BUDGET TO SEND A MAILING AND HOLD 
AN OPEN HOUSE FOR PUBLIC PARTICIPATION IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE LAND  

USE PLAN UPDATE:
Chairman Snider said there are only a few changes to the Comprehensive Plan. He added that the Plan Commission is asking for $2000 to send a mailing to Town property owners and to hold an open house in June to share information about the Future Land Use Plan and Map.  Supervisor Lang stated that putting an ad in the newspaper would be a less costly and more effective way to invite public participation. Supervisor Burghardt agreed and said he did not think mailings were effective.  No Board action.
RESCIND AND RECREATE CHAPTER 270 FOR A NEW DRIVEWAY ORDINANCE:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to rescind and recreate Chapter 270, Highways, Roads, Streets and Right-of-Way Access, of the Town of Winneconne Code; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
APPROVE OPERATORS LICENSE:    SARAH JO SCHUSTER
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the operator’s license for Sarah Jo Schuster; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
SET DATE FOR THE ANNUAL TOWN ROAD SURVEY:

Supervisor Benedict set the date for the annual Town road survey for May 7, 2013.  
COST ESTIMATE FOR THE NEW SQUAD CAR: 

Chief Hanson presented his comparative costs for a new squad car.  He stated an SUV would cost around $27,500 and a sedan would cost around $25,000 to $26,800. The cage, decal on the sides, equipment transfer and lights would all be extra.  Chairman Snider told Chief Hanson to bring in a proposal that includes trade in value and all equipment installed as needed.
PAUL WINTER PROPERTY UPDATE:

Attorney Seubert suggested the Board wait until after the snow melts to proceed with the removal of the property so everything is visible and accessible. Chief Hanson has spoken to salvage companies that are willing to take the vehicles.  No Board action.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Woods attended the Fire District meeting on April 11, 2013.  He reported that the new fire truck is ordered and will be ready in the Fall. The District is hoping to purchase a new search and rescue boat in the Spring. Woods added that fire calls are up. There were 67 compared this year compared to 51 last year.
