----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Murawski to recommend to the Town Board that the Certified Survey Map for Ryan Koch, Tax Parcels 030-0997 & 030-0998 at 4979 Rivermoor Dr., be approved; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
     The findings for the recommendation were:

         1. Winnebago County requires that the parcels be combined for a sanitary permit because the  

  house is located on one lot and the septic system is on the vacant lot.
         2. The house seems to be built over the current common property line. The CSM would eliminate 
              that situation.

FUTURE LAND USE MAP & COMPREHENSIVE PLAN UPDATE:

     Commissioner Snider explained that the final review of the text for the Plan had been completed.
