James Eagon, 5096 Grimson Road, thanked the Board for the clean up and the action they are taking on the property across the street.
WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
The officers in attendance said they had nothing new to report.  Supervisor Benedict asked the officers if any action was taken on the “no passing” zone on County Road M from STH 116 going north to the crest of the hill.  The officer asked Supervisor Benedict to contact the County Highway Department on that issue.  Chairman Snider asked the officers to please be available before and after school to monitor traffic speeds on Lasley Point Road.  
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CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP:  RYAN KOCH  

             TAX PARCELS 030-0997 AND 030-0998, 4979 RIVERMOOR DRIVE

The Plan Commission recommended approval of the Certified Survey Map because Winnebago County requires that the parcels be combined on one lot and the house seems to be built over the current property line.    The CSM would eliminate that situation.

PLAN COMMISSION REQUEST FOR $2000 BUDGET TO SEND A MAILING AND  

HOLD AN OPEN HOUSE FOR PUBLIC PARTICIPATION IN CONJUNCTION WITH     

THE LAND USE PLAN UPDATE 
John Quigley, Plan Commission Chairman, 6284 Dowling Road, reported that the Plan Commission had reviewed the Future Land Use Map and would like to announce it to the public. The Plan Commission has drawn up a letter to send to the residents.  James Eagon, Plan Commissioner, 5096 Grimson Road, stated he supports public participation. The Plan Commission would like to send a map and letter to Town residence.  Chris Murawski, Plan Commissioner, 5921 Harbour South Drive, along with Scott Sitter, Plan Commissioner, 5970 East Island, stated that this is a very important decision and the residents need to be informed.  John Yost III, Plan Commissioner, 6504 Yost Road, said that a large portion of the money they are asking for would go towards a mailing.  Supervisor Burghardt was concerned that people will not read the letter. Scott Sitter explained that at least the Plan Commission would have made the effort to inform the public by sending the mailing.  Supervisor Lang suggested that email addresses should be obtained from this point forward to cut down on costs of mailings.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the Plan Commission request for $2000 to send a mailing and hold an open house for public participation in conjunction with the Comprehensive Plan update; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
SUNSET TRAIL ROAD CONDITION

Chairman Snider stated that road resurfacing over the laterals on Sunset Trail had been redone in 2011. The Annual Town Road Survey is May 7, 2013. At this time the roads will be inspected and needs prioritized.  The Board will inform Mr. Sagorac of the results of the road survey.   Supervisor Burghardt suggested we allow the road survey process to proceed.
HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES 

              HIAWATHA DRIVE, TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149-01, 030-1149-02
Supervisor Lang and Chief Hanson were at the property today.  The property owner stated a tree fell on  one of the cars and the ground was too wet to drive on.  Supervisor Woods asked it there where any refrigerators on the property.  Supervisor Lang did not know but suggested he would draft a letter to the owner giving him a time frame as to when he must remove his vehicles and his refrigerators or freezers if he had any on the property.  Supervisor Lang said he would send the letter registered mail.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH WINNECONNE SCHOOL DISTRICT    

REGARDING OFF DUTY CONCEALED CARRY
Supervisor Burghardt stated that the Village Police Department and the Winneconne School District had entered into an agreement that permitted off duty police officers to carry concealed weapons inside District facilities.  Supervisor Burghardt would like to see the same agreement adopted by the Town of Winneconne.  Chairman Snider asked that a document be created for the Board to for the Board to review Supervisor Burghardt stated that he will contact School Administration and ask that it be drafted.
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PAUL WINTER PROPERTY ACTION

Chief Hanson reported that all the vehicles except the truck are registered.  Attorney Seubert referred to the  Town Ordinance  that specifically states we have the right to remove vehicles if they are not registered, The vehicles are registered but they have no plates; they are not operable on a public highway; or they are considered a nuisance.  He suggested that the Town Board remove all trailers, all vehicles registered without a plate, and all  non-operable vehicles.  Supervisor Woods questioned what to do with the personal items in the trailers and stated that he felt that the owners should be given notice before any action was taken.  Supervisor Burghardt stated they Board has been more than reasonable with the owner.

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Burghardt to proceed with the removal of all trailers, all vehicles registered without a plate,  and all non- operable vehicles; Benedict, Burghardt, Snider, Lang aye, Woods nay, and motion carried on a 4-1 roll call vote.----
