TOWN OF WINNECONNE

BOARD MEETING MINUTES

MAY 16, 2013 -7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang, Matt Woods and Chairman Tom Snider were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Lisa Bennett, Treasurer Susanne Jones, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Deputy Ripple from the Winnebago County Sherriff’s Department and 2 town residents.  A Board quorum was present.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NOTICE VERIFICATION: Clerk Zobel verified that the agenda notices were posted on May 10, 2013 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., Butte des Morts Post Office, Wayne’s Piggly Wiggly and YDS Yarn & Fabric.  Notices were also emailed to Atty. Patrick Seubert, The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 

APPROVE MINUTES OF APRIL 18, 2013 BOARD MEETING:

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of April 18, 2013; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

Correspondence:
The Board members each received a copy of the Annual report from Winnebago County Land and Water Conservation Department.  Chairman Snider commented on the success of the Oakridge Road Groundwater Remediation Construction Project which was a featured article in the report.
PUBLIC COMMENT:     
John Rath, 6852 Sunset Trail, thanked Supervisor Benedict for the repairs made on Sunset Trail.  

Mr. Rath also provided the Board with photos of burn piles on Olen Trail and Sunset Trail.  He explained that some of the burn piles contained carcinogens that are a health hazard.  He asked that the Board consider a burn ban for the Town.  Chairman Snider stated that the issue could be discussed at a future meeting.
WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Officer Ripple said he had nothing new to report. Chairman Snider thanked the officer for patrolling Lasley Point Road and County Highway M. 
W-3 SEWER CONNECTION FEE:  WOODY GARROW
Chairman Snider stated that Mr. Garrow asked to be removed from the agenda.
RESOLUTION REGARDING TEXT AMENDMENTS TO THE WINNEBAGO COUNTY   

ZONING CODE (CHAPTER 23):
Chairman Snider explained that the Winnebago County Zoning Department created Chapter 23 to replace Chapter 17. They are asking for the Town Boards’ opinion on the proposed amendments. A public hearing is scheduled for May 28, 2013. 
----MOTION by Chairman Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the modifications to the Winnebago County Zoning Code, Chapter 23; motion carried on a 5-0 voice vote. ----
Supervisor Woods suggested waiting until the public hearing before a final decision was made.
MOTION WAS RESCINDED by Chairman Snider. 
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TOWN ACTION FOR CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT:  R2 REALTY LLC, 708 N. 9TH STREET, PARCEL NO. 030-0223-02:
Chairman Snider stated that the Village of Winneconne is against the proposed Conditional Use Permit because of concerns about drainage for neighboring properties.   Attorney Seubert commented that since the property was located in a wetland area the DNR should probably be involved.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to refer the matter to the DNR for review and approval; Benedict, Burghardt, Lang and Woods, aye, Snider nay. Motion carried on a 4-1 vote.----

REQUEST FOR ANNEXATION FROM DYNASTY INVESTMENTS:

Chairman Snider explained that because the request for annexation was submitted by the property owner, the request is generally automatically granted by the State.  No Board action.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING WITH WINNECONNE SCHOOL DISTRICT    

REGARDING OFF DUTY CONCEALED CARRY:
Supervisor Burghardt explained that the document is meant to be an agreement between the Winneconne School District and Chief Hanson.  Attorney Seubert recommended the Board check with the Town’s insurance company regarding liability issues.  No Board action.
HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES:

          HIAWATHA DRIVE, TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149-01, 030-1149-02
Supervisor Lang sent a letter to the property owner with a June 15, 2013 deadline for removing vehicles and refrigerators from his property.   
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Fire Chief Krings reported that the new fire truck is expected to be delivered on October 8, 2013.  A rescue boat has been purchased and is being prepared for service.  A meeting is being planned for discussion on the ambulance contract negotiations.  There was discussion about adopting a “rescue ordinance” to charge for expenses incurred by the Fire District.  Supervisor Burghardt suggested the Board check out the Brown County Ordinance.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT: 

          PROPOSAL FOR NEW SQUAD CAR

Chief Hanson submitted his monthly activity report along with a proposal for a new squad car.  The total request for funding was $33,000.00. Supervisors Lang and Burghardt suggested that the trade-in value of $2000.00 was too low.  Supervisor Woods said he would check websites for more trade-in options.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict supplied the Board with a copy of the annual road survey along with estimates for some of the repairs on the roads.  Supervisor Benedict added that he had issued two Driveway Locating and Culvert Permits this month.  Supervisor Lang suggested we get a professional opinion of Sunset Trail’s condition.  Chairman Snider said he would look into finding someone who could professionally assess the condition of the road.    Supervisor Woods questioned if the repairs on Woodland Road would qualify for TRIP D funding.  Chairman Snider said he would check with Winnebago County concerning the funding eligibility.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported that he and Chairman Snider attended Capitol Day in Madison on April 30, 2013.  They met with Senator Ellis and spoke with him about transportation aids.  Supervisor Woods said the day was an excellent learning experience.

On May 6, 2013 Supervisor Woods and Chairman Snider also met with Eric Fowle of ECWRPC about an infrastructure study at County Road GG and State Highway 45.  

Supervisor Woods also reviewed the, May 7, 2013 WTA Meeting agenda with the Board.  
The Winneconne Historical Society has permanently loaned a map of the Town, dating back to the 1800’s, for placement at the Town Hall.  Chairman Snider will have it properly framed.
