CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP CONCEPT: 

      KYLE KASUBOSKI, 6764 FORMILLER ROAD, TAX PARCEL 030-1448

Kyle Kasuboski explained that he is proposing to sell a 1.3 acre residential parcel. Commissioner Murawski asked if the proposed lot had been tentatively approved for well and septic.  Mr. Kasuboski said it had.  Commissioner Murawski also questioned why the proposed lot didn’t extend all the way back to the current lot line.  Mr. Kasuboski said he used the wooded area for hunting and did not wish to sell that portion of the property.
Chairman Quigley said the consensus was that the proposed CSM concept met the Town’s requirements.

PRESENTATION BY ERIC FOWLE, EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, ECWRPC ON:  

     “SEWERED DEVELOPMENT IN THE TOWN OF WINNECONNE” 
Mr. Fowle addressed the Town’s desire to provide sewer service to the USH 45/CTY RD GG interchange.  He said the Plan Commission should identify where planned or desired sewered development may exist, and; conversely, where unsewered development will be allowed and to what extent and under what conditions.  Mr. Fowle further suggested that the Plan Commission provide areas within the Town that can accommodate new development using municipal sewer.   He further stated proper controls must exist to address interim development within or near areas that have the potential to be serviced with municipal sewer.  He added that the Town should be prepared to commit to the investment.
CONTINUE TO DEVELOP STRATEGY FOR PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
The Commission asked Ken Jaworski to provide some updated maps and written narrative of the proposed changes to the Future Land Use Plan.   The Commission is going to provide this information at the Butte des Morts Lions Carp Festival. They will also be hosting meetings to gather thoughts and opinions from the public about the proposed Future Land Use Plan.
