He reported that the City of Oshkosh Ambulance had a proposal for a five year contract from 2014 to 2018. Due to the cost saving measures of the Ambulance Service, it is estimated that the 2014 expense to the Town will be approximately $3,187.35.  Gold Cross offered no proposal.  The City of Oshkosh is offering more training for their EMT’s and the City will continue to have 7 ambulances staffed at all times.  Their response time on average is 15 minutes.  They will have a contract ready for the July meeting for the Town to review.
