FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Woods attended a meeting on July 8, 2013 with the Winneconne Poygan Fire District.  He reported that the EMS members had some life guard training and they will be able to assist the life guards at Marble Park if needed.  The Oshkosh Community Foundation donated 2 defibrillators which are now located in the ball diamond area and in the beach house at Marble Park.  A new 10 x 10 portable shelter was purchased to be used at fire calls.  The new rescue boat is in service and responded to 4 or 5 calls on July 4th.  October 12, 2013 is the date for the Fall dance.  The Annual Fire District meeting is set for September 9, 2013 at 7:00 PM.   

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Chief Hanson provided his written report.  He also ordered his new squad car and it is expected to arrive around October.  

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:

Chairman Snider questioned Supervisor Benedict as to who was responsible for trimming low hanging branches on County Road M.  Supervisor Benedict answered that he would call the County and they would take care of it.  Supervisor Benedict also informed the Board that the Village will be resurfacing Main Street this month.

Chairman Snider reported that the Winneconne School District has taken ownership the Norb Rich tree farm property. They have hired a new teacher who will oversee the activities on the property.
