COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TEXT AND LAND USE MAP AMENDMENTS:
The Comprehensive Plan draft and changes were discussed by the Commissioners.  Commissioner Snider stated that mostly the demographic data and the maps were changed and brought up to date.   There was discussion about how some of the data was collected.  Commissioner Eagon questioned how the number of mobile homes jumped from 12 to 55 in the 10 year interim.  Commissioner Snider said he would check on that and also some other omissions he noticed.
PROMOTING PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

The post cards were sent out announcing that the Land Use Plan was being updated. The information on how to get involved with participating in the planning stages of the Town’s future land use is published in The Winneconne News each week and it is also posted on the Town website. The Commissioners are going to provide information at the Butte des Morts Lions Carp Festival on August 11, 2013.  Three questions will be asked of residents.
1. Looking at the Future Land Use Plan Map do you have any concerns or questions?

2. What direction do you want the Town of Winneconne to go in the future; agricultural, residential or business?
3. Would you like to see the Sanitary Districts expanded?

The results of the survey will be complied for review and discussion next month.
