BOARD MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 15, 2013 -7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Matt Woods and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Deputy Clerk Lisa Bennett, Treasurer Susanne Jones and Attorney Patrick Seubert. Supervisor Eric Lang was absent.  A Board quorum was present.

APPROVE MINUTES OF JULY 18, 2013 BOARD MEETING:

----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of July 18, 2013 with a correction under the Fire District report; the Fall Dance is October 12, 2013 not August 9, 2013; carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

PUBLIC COMMENT:     
Matt Woods asked if the Board could send a letter to the Winneconne Chamber of Commerce asking them if they would consider holding their raffle on a different weekend other than the Butte des Morts Lions Carp Festival.  Supervisor Benedict said the subject had already been discussed by the Winneconne Chamber of Commerce and the Butte des Morts Lions and there did not seem to be any conflicts with both events happening the same weekend.   
WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

The officer arrived at 7:45 pm and had nothing to report from the Sheriffs Department.
UPDATE ON COMPREHENSIVE PLAN BY KEN JAWORSKI FROM MARTENSON &           EISELE, INC, AND PRESENTATION BY ERIC FOWLE FROM ECWRPC, ON “SEWERED DEVELOPMENT IN THE TOWN OF WINNECONNE”:
Mr. Jaworski outlined that most of the changes in the Comprehensive Plan were in the demographics and changes to the maps. The Comprehensive Plan is at the pivotal point now where there is a need to study the area of US Highway 45 and County Road GG closer.  This area is where new commercial development could possibly benefit the town. 
Mr. Fowle addressed the Town’s desire to provide sewer service to the US Highway 45 and County Road GG interchange.  He said the Plan Commission should identify where planned or desired sewered development may exist, and; conversely, where unsewered development will be allowed and to what extent and under what conditions.  Mr. Fowle further suggested that the Plan Commission provide areas within the Town that can accommodate new development using municipal sewer.   He further stated proper controls must exist to address interim development within or near areas that have the potential to be serviced with municipal sewer.  He added that the Town should be prepared to commit to a monetary investment.

The Board agreed that there was a need to identify areas should have sewer and it would be beneficial to make a map overlay on the Comprehensive Plan Map that identified sewered and non-sewered areas.
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TO RATIFY THE REMOVAL OF THE PROPERTY FROM PAUL WINTERS’ PARCEL   

NO. 030-0138 ON AUGUST 8, 2013:
Attorney Seubert explained that on August 8, 2013 he and Chief Hanson supervised the removal of 3 trucks and a semi trailer from Paul Winters property.  The Town had a court order to remove the vehicles that were not registered.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second Chairman Snider to ratify the removal of property from Paul Winter’s Parcel No. 030-0138 on August 8, 2013; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote.
Chairman Snider did state that Mr. Winter has since paid $1200 to have his vehicles returned and he properly registered them.

APPROVE OPERATOR LICENSE:  DAVID AUGUST LIEN

---- MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to approve the Operators license for David August Lien; motion carried on a 4-0 a unanimous voice vote----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY ZONING CODE TEXT AMENDMENT TO CHAPTER 26, FLOODPLAIN:
Chairman Snider explained that the DNR determined that Article 5, Division 5 of the County Floodplain Zoning Code does not comply with Chapter NR116.  Subsequently, the DNR has taken the position that it will not give final approval of Chapter 26 until the language regarding the Shallow-Depth Long-Duration Floodplain District has been removed.  Winnebago County Planning and Zoning Committee has approved the proposed text amendment to rescind Division 5, Article 5 of the Floodplain Zoning Code.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt; second by Supervisor Benedict that text to the Winnebago County Floodplain Zoning Code, Chapter 26, of the Winnebago County General Code be amended; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

     The findings for the recommendation were:

1. Amendment was necessary for the DNR to give final approval of Chapter 26 of the County Floodplain Zoning Code so it complies with Chapter NR 116. 

VILLAGE OF WINNECONNE REQUEST TO INCREASE THE MAXIMUM AMOUNT 

IMPOSED FOR COURT COSTS FROM $28.00 TO $38.00:
The Village of Winneconne has approved a change in court costs from $28.00 to $38.00 as allowed by Wisconsin biennial budget (provision AB22/SB15).  They are requesting that the Town of Winneconne and the Town of Vinland also raise their costs to provide for equal cost among the municipalities. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt; second by Supervisor Woods to increase the maximum amount imposed for court costs from $28.00 to $38.00; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

ORDINANCE TO RESCIND AND RECREATE CHAPTER 122 OF THE GENERAL   

CODE OF THE TOWN OF WINNECONNE: 

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt, to rescind and recreate Chapter 122 of the General Code of the Town of Winneconne; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----
Supervisor Burghardt requested the Board receive a “strike-out” copy next time an ordinance was recreated so the changes could be followed easier.   
CONSIDER APPLICATION FOR 2014 TO THE WINNEBAGO COUNTY INDUSTRIAL    DEVELOPMENT BOARD PER CAPITA FUNDING PROGRAM: 
Supervisor Woods informed the Board that he emailed a letter to Jerry Bougie, at the Winnebago County Industrial Development Board.  Supervisor Woods asked Mr. Bougie questions regarding policies and parameters of obtaining the funding from the IDB program.  Supervisor Woods will inform the Board of the response.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

There was no meeting this month.  The next meeting will be the Annual Meeting on September 9, at 7 pm at the Fire Station.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Chief Hanson provided his written report which Chairman Snider read.  Chief Hanson has been asked to be on traffic control for the September 7th Terrell Island dedication.
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ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:

Supervisor Benedict reported that Sunset Trail branches had been trimmed along with the ones on County Road M and County Road G.  He also stated that Ontario Street had been resurfaced.

BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Chairman Snider said that the members of the Plan Commission were successful in speaking about the Comprehensive Plan with residents at the Butt des Morts Carp Fest on August 11th.  
Chairman Snider also mentioned that Winnebago County has reported the Emerald Ash Bore insect has now moved into Winnebago County.
