ROLL CALL:

Commissioners James Eagon, John Quigley, Tom Snider, Scott Sitter and John Yost, III were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Lisa Bennett, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Ken Jaworski from Martenson and Eisele, Inc. and 2 residents.  Chris Murawski was absent.
APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF AUGUST 7, 2013: 
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Yost to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the August 7, 2013 meeting; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
PUBLIC COMMENT:  
Vickie Roeske, 6788 Forest Park, commented that she does not like too see Agricultural land re-zoned for any other use.  She also stated that farm implements are traveling too fast down the road in front of her home.
RE-ZONING: 

MICHAEL AND JANE PAMER, PART OF TAX PARCEL 030-0088, LOTS 2, 3 AND 4 ON INDIAN SHORE ROAD

----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Sitter to recommend to the Town Board for approval that the above lots for Michael and Jane Pamer, Part of Tax Parcel 030-0088, Lots 2, 3 and 4 on Indian Shore Road be approved for re-zoning from A2 to R-1A; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

The findings for the recommendation were:



1. The Town Code mandates that the lots be zoned residential.


2. Rezoning is acceptable because it complies with the land use map.

Commissioner Yost commented that the rezoning will not change the look of the farmland and since it is hard to farm the land around the trees, he felt residential zoning would be a good use for the land.
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TEXT AND LAND USE MAP AMENDMENTS:
Ken Jaworski from Martenson and Eisele, Inc. talked about including future sewer development into the Land Use Plan.   He felt that this was a good opportunity to incorporate a plan to include a sewer overlay around the intersection of US Highway 116 and State Highway 45.  Several different options were discussed for different ways to serve this area with sewer.    It was decided that Mr. Jaworski would create a map outlining theses areas to present at a future meeting.
PROMOTING PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

Commissioner Snider reported that the Butte des Morts Carp Fest was a successful opportunity to introduce the public to the Comprehensive Plan updates.  There were several Town residents that stopped by the booth to ask questions and read the literature about the Comprehensive Plan.
