CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Matt Woods, Eric Lang and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Deputy Clerk Lisa Bennett, Treasurer Susanne Jones, Attorney Patrick Seubert and 13 Town residents. Supervisor Burghardt was absent due to illness. A Board quorum was present.

Correspondence:
Deputy Clerk Bennett reported the Surplus Commodity Revenue Ballot results from Winnebago County. The results are as follows:  94.21% of the population of the Signing Municipalities voted to have Winnebago County maintain $160,614.00 of the surplus recycling revenue to avoid a 2012 County recycling deficit and rebate $194,445.00 to the Signing Municipalities based on the Municipality’s actual tonnage processed and sold for the year 2012.  With this direction, the calculations will be reviewed and finalized, and checks issued by the end of September.
Other news from Winnebago County was that Town residents have a couple more weeks to bring in unwanted household hazardous waste materials to the facility before it closes for the winter.  During the winter months residents may utilize the Brown County Hazardous Waste Facility at no charge.  For more information please call 920-492-4950.

Deputy Clerk Bennett noted that the bid from Action Appraiser and Consultants, Inc. for the 2014-2015 Maintenance Assessment years had arrived in the mail. 

PUBLIC COMMENT:   
Chuck Farrey, Winnebago County Board Supervisor District 30 and Town of Vinland Supervisor, relayed that rifles were going to be allowed to be used for deer hunting in the Town of Vinland as per State Statue mandate this November 1, 2013. He also stated that the Winnebago County Board would be in budget deliberations at the end of October.

PETITION FOR CLARK POINT ROAD REPAIR:
Resident Bill Wernimont, 7219 Clarks Point Road, representing the homeowners association, presented a petition from over 50% of the property owners asking the Board to approve the payment of road repair on their private road and then bill back the charges to the owners involved on their tax bills.  The repairs would not take place until the Spring of 2014.

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang; second by Supervisor Woods to approve the cost of the road repair of the private road, Clark Point Road, distribute the cost back to the owners involved on their tax bills per Wis. State Statute 82.25; carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL PUBLIC SAFETY ISSUES FOR AREAS WEST OF COUNTY ROAD M:
Supervisor Benedict spoke with the Town’s Snowplowing provider, Radtke Construction, Inc. and explained the issue the Town residents are having with snow and ice removal in these areas.  The Contractors understood the problem and assured Supervisor Benedict that this situation will be taken care of this winter.  A letter outlining the issues was sent to the Contractor and to Town resident Dennis Defnet, 6720 Forest Park. No Board action.
THE WOLF WILDERNESS TRAIL ASSOCIATION:
Resident Gary Petrick, 6860 County Road M, on behalf of The Wolf Wilderness Trail Association, requested $1000 from the Town to help with repair and maintenance of the trail in 2014. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods; second by Supervisor Benedict to recommend an amount of $1000 for repair and maintenance of The Wolf Wilderness Trail Phase II be discussed at the Annual Budget Meeting; carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----

REQUEST FROM TOWN WEED COMMISSIONER TO MOW AND WEED 6843 OAK HILL ROAD, TAX PARCEL 030-0510:
Supervisor Benedict stated he mailed the property owner a certified letter stating he had until October 31, 2013 to mow and weed his property or the Town would step in and do it because his lawn had become a health and safety issue.  If the owner does not take care of their property the Town will hire a lawn care company to clean it up and the bill will be charged back to the owner on their property tax bill.  No Board action.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods stated there was no meeting this month, but the fire truck was in service and the profit from the Fireman’s dance was $6,000.  

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson gave his written report.  His new squad car was also here, he was working to get the new equipment installed as well as identifying decals applied.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT: 

Supervisor Benedict reported that the new culvert was in on Jacquis Road and the High Pointe Drive sink holes are going to be repaired.
CLERK DUTIES INTERIM:
Chairman Snider requested to move this item to the end of the agenda after adjournment to comply with State Statue 19.85 (2). Item passed with unanimous consent.

CLOSED MEETING MINUTES

OCTOBER 17, 2013 -8:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the closed session meeting to order at 8:32 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Matt Woods, Eric Lang, Chairman Tom Snider and Attorney Patrick Seubert were present. 
The subject of the Closed Session was "Clerk Duties - Interim," and the intent was to address the duties and pay adjustment to be afforded the Deputy Clerk during the absence of the Town Clerk. 

Chairman Tom Snider explained the intent of the Closed Session and stated that he would entertain a motion to adjust the pay of the Deputy Clerk. 

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang to pay the Deputy Clerk $1500 per month, retroactive to October 1, 2013, for maintaining the office hours and performing the duties of the Town Clerk until such time as the Clerk is available to assume full-time duty, second by Chairman Snider to move to discussion.
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Discussion included the necessity of maintaining the Town Hall Office and hours to those normally expected and maintained when the Town Clerk is available.   It was mentioned that, although hospitalized, the Town Clerk was available by phone to provide guidance if necessary.
It was stressed that such pay adjustment would cease, and the Deputy Clerk would revert back to the rate and structure originally agreed upon at her time of hire, upon the return of the Town Clerk to full-time duty. 

Motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote, Snider, aye, Benedict, aye, Lang aye and Woods aye.----
