Deputy Clerk Bennett read Plan Commissioner Scott Sitter’s letter of resignation.
PUBLIC COMMENT:     
Gary Petrik asked to have Wolf Wilderness Trail Association put on the October Town Board agenda to discuss Phase II of the trail. 
Brian Rhodes, 6829 Sunset Trail, stated he had questions about the new Chapter 270 culvert Ordinance. Scott Johnson with Wolfrunners Snowmobile Club asked to be put on the October Town Board agenda to discuss snowmobile trails in the Town.
WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

The officer had nothing to report from the Sheriffs Department but welcomed any feedback from the Board.  Supervisor Burghardt told him he was happy to see the Sheriff’s squad car on patrol at the Park and Ride at State Highway 116 and County Road S. Supervisor Benedict suggested they put an officer in the Town Hall parking lot to slow down some of the speeding vehicles on County Road M.
REZONING:  MICHAEL AND JANE PAMER, PART OF TAX PARCEL 030-0088, LOTS 2, 3 & 4 ON INDIAN SHORE ROAD

Chairman Snider explained that on September 4, 2013 a Public Hearing was held to rezone the property from agricultural to residential.  The Plan Commission recommended the property be rezoned for the following reasons: 

1. It is mandated by the Code of the Town of Winneconne that the properties be zoned residential.
2. The land use is consistent with the Towns future land use plan.
3. The lots are required to be hooked up to Sanitary Sewer District #3.
----Motion by Supervisor Lang; second by Supervisor Benedict to accept the recommendation from the Plan Commission to rezone, Michael and Jane Pamer, Part of Tax Parcel 030-0088, lots 2,3,& 4 on Indian Shore Road, from agricultural to residential; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
PETITION FOR CLARK POINT ROAD REPAIR:

Item was removed from agenda by Town resident the proposal was not yet prepared.
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SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL PUBLIC SAFETY ISSUES FOR AREAS WEST OF COUNTY ROAD M:

Dennis Defnet, 6720 Forest Park Road, presented a “Neighborhood Survey” with the question “Are you satisfied with the snow and ice removal over the past 2 years?”  Mr. Defnet surveyed his neighbors which included Indian Shores, Forest Park Road, Hiawatha Drive, Lasley Shore, Olen Trail, Sunset Trail and Woodview Road.  He was able to contact 59 addresses and found that 53 of these were dissatisfied with the snow and ice removal over the past 2 years.   The item will be placed on next month’s agenda.

Supervisor Woods commented that he would like to see new members present at meetings when they were appointed so the Board could meet them.

Commissioner Kluessendorf thanked the Board for the appointment to the Plan Commission and said he was looking forward to working with the Commissioners.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported that 2 new Emergency Responders have been added and now the total number of responders is up to 20.  There were 2 fire calls and 50 EMS calls for August this year this total is slightly up from last year.  The expected delivery of the fire truck is October 8th.  They would like to replace the roof of the fire station with a steel roof.  The Annual Fireman’s Dance is scheduled for October 12, 2013 at Woodeye’s Bar and Grill all donations are appreciated.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hansen stated his new squad was expected to be delivered in late November and everything is still within budget.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT: 
Supervisor Benedict reported that the sink hole on Jacquis Road was on the list of the County’s road repairs. Supervisor Woods questioned if Woodland Road was going to be repaired this year and Supervisor Benedict stated it was not scheduled in the budget for this year.

BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider commented that the WTA meetings the Board attended recently were extremely informative.  Supervisor Burghardt spoke about looking into ways to procure funds to study the development of the sewer system in the Town.  He said that the Winneconne School District is interested in working with us to find ways to bring more affordable housing to the area.
