RESOLVING DEPUTY CLERK ACCOUNTING TRAINING, MEETING AND   

PROPERTY SEARCH PAY, 3rd SIGNATURE ON CHECKS, DISCUSSION AND 
RESOLUTION OF ANY ISSUES RELATED TO CURRENT SITUATION WITH CLERK  

BEING UNAVAILABLE:
Chairman Snider stated that, to be consistent with other officers and employees of the town, he has advised the Deputy Clerk that she would receive per diems and mileage for training and related meetings as well as standard payments for property searches. 

Supervisor Woods also asked that the Clerk provide a template for training to facilitate current and future training. 

Attorney Seubert stated that, should the need arise, the Town Board has the authority to hire someone at the February meeting to provide for the training of the Deputy Clerk in all duties including the Marge System.
The Treasurer asked if she would still be getting per diems for doing additional accounting, and Chairman Snider replied that she would until the Deputy Clerk was trained in the Accounting system.

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang second by Supervisor Burghardt to direct the clerk to provide a plan for the training of the Deputy Clerk in all facets of the Town of Winneconne Clerk duties including the Marge system by the February 2014 Board Meeting. This is to comply with the State Statute 60.30 (5) (a); carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
Chairman Snider also stated that to comply with State Statute 66.0607(3) which specifies that all checks offered for disbursements require three signatures, Chairman, offered for disbursement, the Town needed another person to be able to sign the checks if the Town Clerk was unavailable.
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang second by Supervisor Burghardt to provide for the Deputy Clerk to be able to sign checks should the Town Clerk be unable to do so; carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote---
DISCUSS PUBLIC OFFICIALS BOND:
Chairman Snider stated that he had been in contact with our insurer and such a bond is available to cover the Town Clerk, Deputy Clerk, Treasurer and Constable.  The cost is $595 for a two year term.
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang second by Supervisor Burghardt to purchase a rider for Public Officials to be bonded in the amount of $25,000; carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote.
Chairman Snider has purchased this bond and it is in force as of February 1, 2014. 

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Krings had nothing new to report.

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider read Chief Hanson’s written report.  Supervisor Lang reported on the meeting with Winnebago County and the Sex Offender that moved into the Town on Clarks Point Road.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
No report this month.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider appointed Supervisor Woods to head a committee to study the Emerald Ash Borer and report the findings and recommendations back to the Board.  Chairman Snider suggested that Supervisor Woods contact the Winneconne School District and Crystal McGrath for possible assistance and also to provide educational opportunities to Winneconne students.
