----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Murawski to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the February 5, 2014 meeting; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

CHAPTER 310, ZONING TO CLARIFY SETBACK REGULATIONS:
Commissioner Murawski presented his recommended changes to Chapter 310. He voiced concern as to how we should handle issues with properties that may not be in compliance as of the amendment date.  The Commission was satisfied that language stating the new requirements “as of the date of the amendment” would be sufficient.  Commissioner Eagon questioned the setback of 30 ft in R-1-A-1 and Building Inspector Spierowski told the Commissioners that this was consistent with other sub-division requirements in the County.  Commissioner Murawski stated that a definition of Right-of-Way should be added for clarification.
----MOTION by Commissioner Murawski, second by Commissioner Eagon to table this matter until the April, 2014 meeting; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

REQUEST FOR REZONING:
ED QUIGLEY, 6986 QUIGLEY ROAD, REQUEST TO REZONE TAX PARCEL
030-0256, FROM A-2 AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT TO R-1A RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT
Edward Quigley Jr. presented his request to rezone tax parcel 030-0256 from A-Z Agricultural to R-1A Residential.

----MOTION BY Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Yost III to accept as requested.  The request is acceptable under our Land Use Plan, and is consistent with our Zoning Code; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

Edward Quigley Jr. presented a Certified Survey Map creating two lots from Tax Parcel 030-0256. 

----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Yost III to recommend approval of the CSM to the town Board.  Discussion took place regarding the common well and Attorney Seubert stated that this arrangement is usual and customary in such cases; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
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ESTABLISH A NEW DEFINITION FOR WHERE YARD DEPTH BEGINS FOR  

DETERMINING SETBACK, ALSO LANGUAGE FOR GRANDFATHERING IN PRIOR 

PROPERTIES:
Since this was discussed earlier, the Commission included it in the prior motion to table until the April meeting.
DISCUSS HOW TO DETERMINE ACCESSORY BUILDING SIZE:
Discussion led to an agreement to include language stating that properties under one acre could have one (1) Accessory building up to 600 square feet.  From one (1) to five (5) acres, one accessory building 1500 sq. feet plus 1% of lot area (same as Winnebago County Chapter 23 Town/County Zoning).
