BOARD MEETING MINUTES

MARCH 20, 2014 -7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

APPROVE MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 20, 2014 BOARD MEETING:

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of February 20, 2014; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

Supervisor Lang stated that he disagrees with what the Treasurer stated in her resignation speech.

REVIEW APPLICATIONS/APPOINT TOWN TREASURER: 

----MOTION by Chairman Snider, second by Supervisor Woods to table this matter until a meeting can be held in April, no later than the regularly scheduled Board meeting; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
DISCUSSION ON SEX OFFENDER ORDINANCES IN SURROUNDING AREAS: 
Chairman Snider has been in contact with the surrounding Towns and found only the Town of Algoma has an ordinance regarding sex offenders.  They are considering repealing the ordinance. Attorney Seubert stated that there would be challenges to such an ordinance. Attorney Seubert also informed the Board regarding constitutionality and enforcement of such laws.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang second by Supervisor Benedict to table this matter until March, 2015 at the latest date; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
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APPROVE HOURLY WAGE FOR NEW DEPUTY CLERK:
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the wage set for the new Deputy Clerk at $12.00/hour; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
CREATE AN AD-HOC COMMITTEE TO RESEARCH THE EMERALD ASH BORER SITUATION WITHIN THE TOWN:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to create an Ad-Hoc Committee to research the emerald ash borer situation within the Town. Supervisor Woods will act as Chairman and Supervisor Lang will be a member; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Fire Chief Krings reported on the time it takes to fill the fire trucks.  Discussion took place regarding increasing capacity for the well located at the Town Hall.  It takes 20-30 minutes to fill a truck from here and 5-7 minutes from the Fire Station.  The Chief will continue investigating the best options. 
Supervisor Woods informed the Board of EMS certifications.  He also stated there are on going issues with the radios.  Brown County is looking at a computer system that will page to cell phones.

Supervisor Benedict reported on sinkholes and stated that Winnebago County and Radtke Contractors would be doing the repairs.  He also informed the Board that Alliant Energy had been in contact with him regarding load limits on Town roads.
