APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF MARCH 5, 2014: 
----MOTION by Commissioner Yost, second by Commissioner Snider to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the March 5, 2014 meeting; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

Commissioner Murawski informed the Commission he would be speaking on Items 5, 6, and 7 of the agenda together.
CHAPTER 310, ZONING TO CLARIFY SETBACK REGULATIONS:
ESTABLISH A NEW DEFINITION FOR WHERE YARD DEPTH BEGINS FOR  

DETERMINING SETBACK, ALSO LANGUAGE FOR GRANDFATHERING IN PRIOR 

PROPERTIES:
DISCUSS HOW TO DETERMINE ACCESSORY BUILDING SIZE:
Commissioner Murawski offered the following amendments to Chapter 310, Zoning for the Town of Winneconne:

· Setback Dimension Clarification:  Building setback dimensions have been revised to begin measurement from public right-of-way line for front yard distance and from the property line for side and rear setback distances respectively.  Any existing structures that do not meet these new standards shall be “Grandfathered” as part of these revisions. All previous reductions to these dimensions remain unchanged.
· 310.13 C Accessory use location shall read: Unless otherwise specified in other sections, accessory uses and detached accessory structures are permitted within the buildable area or in the rear yard only; they shall not be closer than 10 feet to the principal structure; shall not exceed 18 feet in height and shall not exceed 1,000 square feet for residential properties less than an acre in size.  If the residential property is one acre and greater but less than five acres, the maximum size of the accessory structure shall be 1,500 square feet.  Only one accessory structure shall be permitted for properties less than five acres and shall not be closer than three feet to any lot line or five feet to any alley.
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Further discussion took place regarding the footprint of the structure and whose responsibility it would be in regards to ‘grandfathering’.  

Attorney Seubert offered the following language:  “The property owner must furnish irrefutable evidence that the structure was in existence prior to the date of publication of this amended ordinance.”
SIZE HEIGHT OF STRUCTURES:
As part of the previous discussion, 310.13 C shall state that detached accessory structures shall not exceed 18 feet in height.  

----MOTION by Commissioner Murawski, second by Commissioner Eagon to approve the new language as revised and to recommend adoption of the new language to the Town Board; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
