CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: LEONARD & DONNA PALMERI, TAX PARCEL 030-1305,

SOUTH OF 7114 CLARK POINT RD: 

Clerk Zobel stated that the zoning change had been acted on last year, however, the Certified Survey map had not been recommended for approval.
----MOTION by Commissioner Snider, second by Commissioner Eagon to recommend to the Town Board approval of the CSM for Leonard & Donna Palmeri, Tax parcel 030-1305, south of 7114 Clark Point Rd; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
CHANGE TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP FOR GORDON WENTZEL, TAX PARCEL 

030-0317, 5TH AV& MEMORIAL DR. FROM AGRICULTURAL TO RESIDENTIAL:
Clerk Zobel reported that when this item came before the Commission and was approved last year in October, the name and parcel number were incorrectly listed on the agenda. 
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon second by Commissioner Murawski to change the future land use map for Gordon Wentzel, Tax Parcel 030-0317 from Agricultural to Residential; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
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COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE PLAN UPDATE:
Ken Jaworski, Senior Planner with Martenson & Eisele, Inc gave a presentation on the updates to the Comprehensive Plan.  The updates were as follows:

·  Population projections from the Wisconsin Department of Administration
· Traffic counts 

· Sewer service area planning

Mr. Jaworski informed the Commission that the Farmland Preservation Ordinance needs to be re-certified in 2016.  He feels it is best to let the process evolve and make adjustments accordingly.  At this time, the Town of Winneconne has no Farmland Preservation plats.
Mr. Jaworski stated these are the only changes since the last time the comprehensive plan was updated.  The Plan Commission will adopt a Resolution endorsing the plan and recommend adoption to the Town Board.  The Town Board will hold a Public Hearing before adopting the Plan.  If there are any major changes, the Plan will be sent back to the Plan Commission for further review and recommendation.
Commissioner Murawski pointed out there are spelling and grammatical errors in the document. He added that he feels that portions of the Plan are contradictory.  
Commissioner Snider pointed out a 40 acre tree farm is shown on the Land Use Plan as Single Family Residential.  It is now owned by the school system.  

----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Yost to hold a Public Information meeting on June 24, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. and to put the Resolution for adoption of the new Plan on the July 9, 2014 Plan Commission agenda; motion carried on a unanimous voice vote----
