PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Mike Jacobson addressed the Board regarding his request to raise chickens on his property.  He stated the 

fee for the variance is $550.00.  He stated he wants to have six chickens.  He feels people are trying to be

self sufficient and that the Board should take a look at the Ordinance addressing this issue. Mr. Jacobson 
also stated he has been paying a sewage tax for fourteen years and he doesn’t have a sewer.  He inquired 

as to who drew the sewer districts. 

Town Chairman Snider stated that East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission sets the

boundaries of the sewer districts and the Town follows those plans.  

Jim Bassett of the Winneconne Sanitary District 3 stated the Town set the original districts and East 

Central reviews the districts and makes recommendations to the DNR.

Chairman Snider stated he will get clarification on this matter and get back to Mr. Jacobson.

Colleen Klemp addressed the Board regarding a proposed recent legislation which would change the way 
Technical Colleges are funded.  She would like citizens to write their representatives if they would like 

to keep local control over the Technical Colleges.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported on the EMS runs for May, June and July.  He invited the Board to the Winneconne/Poygan Fire District Annual Meeting at 7:00 p.m. on September 8, 2014.  
Supervisor Woods encouraged the public to attend the Sovereign State Days celebration this weekend.  The new fire truck will be in the parade, there will be activities for kids at the fire barn and all proceeds from the dance will go to the Fire District.  

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Police Chief Brad Hanson provided his monthly written report.  He informed the Board the old squad car has been sold.  Chief Hanson also reported he will continue to monitor traffic on Hwy. M.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict reported that Woodland Road and Schubert Road will be repaired in August.  He also informed the Board he had met with the County and a new culvert will be put in on Clow Road.  In the matter of erecting Children at Play signs, Supervisor Benedict reported that the State discourages use of these signs, they are warning signs and cannot be enforced.  
Chairman Snider stated those signs can be a target for predators. 

Supervisor Benedict reported he had spoken with Zillges in regards to road damage on Rivermoor Drive.  He stated there is no agreement to repair damage to the road.
Chairman Snider stated the road was chip sealed and it is in bad shape and deserves action.

BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods announced there will be an Emerald Ash Borer Ad Hoc Committee meeting Monday, July 21, 2014 at 5:30.  Kim Miller from the UW Extension Winnebago County will be here to give a presentation on the Emerald Ash Borer.  He stated the Town of Winneconne is the first town in Winnebago County to address this situation.
