SURPLUS COMMODITY REVENUE BALLOT FROM WINNEBAGO COUNTY:

Chairman Snider stated the ballot must be returned to Winnebago County on or before August 1, 2014.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Ed Quigley, Assistant Fire Chief, reported that the Memorandum of Understanding for the airboat between the Winneconne-Poygan Fire District and the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department did not include the Town of Winneconne. The Memorandum will be corrected and signed by Chairman Snider.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his monthly written report.
Police Chief Brad Hanson informed the Board the new squad car had been detailed and all of the decals had been removed from the old squad car.  

Chairman Snider stated that an offer had been received for the old squad car at $2,200 which is $200 more than offered for a trade in.  He further stated that the Police Chief had been given permission by the electors to sell the old squad car at the Town Annual Meeting.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:


2014 ROAD SURVEY:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict reported there is $64,000 left in the Town’s budget for road work.  He further reported that Schubert Road has potholes 6-8 inches deep.  There are no weight limits on any of the Town roads, therefore heavy equipment causes extra damage.  Supervisor Burghardt said the Town should check in to the procedure for charging farmers for road maintenance due to their farm equipment on the roads.  In conclusion, Superintendent Benedict  reported another culvert would be installed on Clow Road to help the flooding issue.  
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported that June 21, 2014 would be the first meeting regarding the Emerald Ash Borer.  Supervisor Woods said he would ask the local paper to do a story on the Enerald Ash Borer issue.  In conclusion, he reported that Eric Fowle with ECWRPC is trying to get a few different firms to give the Town an estimate on the cost of an infrastructure study for the area around USH 45 and STH 116.
