TOWN OF WINNECONNE

BOARD MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 20, 2014 -7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Dale Burghardt, Wm. Benedict, Matt Woods, Eric Lang, and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Deputy Clerk Lisa Bennett, Treasurer Susanne Jones, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Winneconne Poygan Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley, and 6 Town residents. A Board quorum was present.   
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NOTICE VERIFICATION: Deputy Clerk Bennett verified that the agenda notices were posted on February 14, 2014 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., the Butte des Morts Post Office, Wayne’s Piggly Wiggly and YDS Yarn & Fabric.  Notices were also emailed to Atty. Patrick Seubert, The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 

APPROVE MINUTES OF JANUARY 16, 2014 BOARD MEETING:

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of January 16, 2014; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

None present.
WOODY GARROW – SEWER FEE CONNECTION:

Attorney Winkel, representing Mr. Garrow voiced a complaint regarding the way the Winneconne Sanitary District #3 had treated Mr. Garrow.  Attorney Winkel added that he felt the Sewer Commission isn’t representing the Town very well.
Chairman Snider explained that the Town Board has limited statutory authority over the Sanitary District.  He thanked Mr. Garrow for coming and urged him and his Attorney to attend the next Sanitary District #3 meeting being held on March 11th, 2014 at 7 p.m. at the Town Hall.
CENTURY LINK APPLICATION FOR TELEPHONE COMPANY CONSTRUCTION:

Chairman Snider explained that CenturyLink had asked for a blanket construction and excavating permit.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt second by Supervisor Lang to direct Chairman Snider to write a response to CenturyLink explaining that the Board does not believe it is in the Towns’ best interest to consider a blanket permit, that each individual job will be considered; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote---
Supervisor Burghardt further stated that if this was not agreeable with CenturyLink that they should send someone from the company to one of the monthly Board meetings to discuss it further.
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DISCUSSION ON SEX OFFENDER ORDINANCES IN SURROUNDING AREAS:

Chairman Snider tabled this item for next month.

DISCUSSION REGARDING CREATION OF STANDARD WORK PRACTICES FOR OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES:

Chairman Snider explained that Clerk Zobel would be providing Deputy Clerk Bennett training on accounting practices. He also outlined the Treasurer duties.

Supervisor Woods explained an outline of a process called “Lean Technology” which serves as a way to learn and do jobs quicker and more efficiently.  

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley introduced a new member of the Fire District, Mike Boris.  Assistant Chief Quigley reported that the fundraiser brought in over $10,000.  The radio system was working well and they were having a quicker response to emergency calls.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson had no report, as he is on medical leave.  Chairman Snider said there was one animal control call and it was handled by the Town of Vinland.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict reported that the Town roads had been cleaned up quite well even with the large amount of snow we received this month.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider mentioned that the WTA had asked Towns to contact their legislators to encourage them to support the compromise SB 509 and AB 648 bills in support of implementation of husbandry compromise. 

----MOTION by Supervisor Lange, second by Supervisor Benedict to direct Chairman 
Snider to draft a letter in support of the bills; carried on a 5-0 unanimous voice vote----

Supervisor Woods, head of the committee to study the Emerald Ash Borer, reported that the next step was to ask the Winneconne School District and Crystal McGrath for assistance in identifying Ash trees in the road right of way and also look for grant money to fund this project. 

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to accept the resignation of the Treasurer; carried on a unanimous roll call 5-0 vote----
Information was provided on major shared paths that are being developed for snowmobilers, bicyclers and pedestrians on County Road Y and County Road GG.  This information will be added to the Town website.  
Supervisor Woods stated that since the IDB Board project has been delayed, the Town should ask East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission for a price quote to do a study on infrastructure for sewer and water within the Town.  

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to ask East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission for a price quote to do a study on infrastructure for sewer and water within the Town; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

Chairman Snider mentioned that the State Statute had changed in regard to the Annual Town Meeting and the Town needs to set a new date.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to hold a special Town meeting on Thursday, March 20, 2014 at 7:00 p.m. to change the date of the Annual Town Meeting; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
