REVISIT TOWN OF WINNECONNE ORDINANCE 112-2; KEEPING OF CERTAIN  

LIVESTOCK PROHIBITED:
Commissioner Snider explained that a resident on Naples Lane approached him with the desire to raise chickens on his property.  Currently the Town of Winneconne Ordnances does not allow for the livestock to be kept or maintained within the limits of any densely populated area that is less than 5 acres.  Commissioner Murawski expressed that the ordinance was appropriate and working well for the Town.  No board action.

CHAPTER 310, ZONING TO CLARIFY SETBACK REGULATIONS:
Commissioner Murawski brought sketches to the meeting of a 66' road cross-section for the Town of Winneconne. He used this to show the difference between the reference edge of the pavement as compared to the right-of-way or the property line.  The Commissioners and Tom Spierowski, the Town Building Inspector, discussed different ways the building set back could be measured.  Commissioner Murawski will be providing the definition of a building setback to be used in the Town Code and edit the code as necessary for the next Plan Commission Meeting.
