EMERALD ASH BORER AD HOC COMMITTEE
SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES
JULY 21, 2014 -5:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Matt Woods called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  Absent was Supervisor Lang, the other member of the Ad Hoc Committee.  There were 10 residents in attendance.  Also in attendance was Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack.
GUEST SPEAKER KIMBERLY MILLER FROM THE UW-EXTENSION REGARDING THE EMERALD ASH BORER SITUATION:

Kimberly Miller gave a presentation on the Emerald Ash Borer.  Her presentation included the following:
· Emerald Ash Borer is 99.7% fatal to ash trees

· It was discovered in 2008 in the Village of Newberg

· Wisconsin has over 700 million ash trees

· The beetles appear in June – August

· They make distinctive D shaped holes in the tree bark

· The larva is bell shaped

· The first symptom seen is the thinning of the crown of the tree

·  Treatments are either a soil drench or injections to the tree
Chairman Woods stated there are 43.3 miles of road in the Town.  The first step will be to do a road assessment to locate dead trees.  He has contacted the school forester and hopes to include local scout troops in the project. He thanked everyone for coming and encouraged them to contact him with any questions.
