CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Jack Quigley called the Plan Commission meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne.

Also in attendance were: Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Liz Knaack, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Zoning Administrator Tom Spierowski and two citizens. 
PUBLIC COMMENT:

APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF AUGUST 6, 2014:
----MOTION by Commissioner Snider, second by Commissioner Yost to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of August 6, 2014; carried on a 4-0 voice vote with Chairman Quigley abstaining----
ORDINANCE TO ALLOW RAISING CHICKENS IN RESIDENTIAL AREAS:
Commissioner Snider said the Town Board had referred this matter back to the Plan Commission because the Board had received a second request from a citizen to raise chickens.  Commissioner Eagon said it appears that the Town Board wants an Ordinance regardless of the fact that the Plan Commission had previously vote no.  Samples of Ordinances from other Communities were reviewed.
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Yost to use the Ordinance from the Village of Winneconne to send as a proposal to the Board for consideration along with the recommendation that the Board give attention to enforcement issues; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

ZONING CHAPTER 310:
DEFINE THE METHOD OF MEASURING ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY:

RECONSIDER NUMBER OF ACCESSORY STRUCTURES & SIZE:

Commissioner Snider stated that the Town Board had referred these items back to the Plan Commission because the Board felt the language regarding right-of-way was inadequate and the rules regarding accessory structures were too restrictive.

----MOTION by Commissioner Yost, second by Commissioner Eagon to make the following wording recommendation to the Town Board; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
Right-of-Way:  A strip of land dedicated or acquired for public or private use typically to construct and operate infrastructure for transportation facilities.  The rights to utilize such right-of-way are generally part of a recorded document. In the event there is no recorded document, the right-of-way shall be determined by measuring 33 feet from the center of the road. 
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310-13. Use restrictions. 

C. Accessory use location. Unless otherwise specified in other sections, accessory uses and detached accessory structures are permitted within the buildable area in the rear yard only. They shall not be closer than 10 feet to the principal structure. They shall not exceed 18 feet in height. 

For residential properties less than one acre in size, the maximum size of the accessory structure shall not exceed 1,000 square feet plus 1% of the lot size. The structure shall not be closer than three feet to any lot line or five feet from any alley. 
One structure, up to 100 square feet, will be exempted from the calculation of permitted square footage and shall not be counted in the number of structures permitted. 

If the residential property is one acre or greater but less than five acres, the maximum size of the accessory structure(s) shall be 1,500 square feet plus 1% of the lot size. Up to two accessory structures shall be permitted and these shall not be closer than three feet to any lot line or five feet to any alley. 

One structure, up to 100 square feet, will be exempted from the calculation of permitted square footage and shall not be counted in the number of structures permitted. 

COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE PLAN UPDATE AND MAP OVERLAYS:
The Future Land Use Map was reviewed.  Two minor corrections were made.
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Yost to recommend the Comprehensive Plan and the Revised Future Land Use Map to the  to the Town Board for adoption (see Resolution 002-2014); motion carried on a 5-0 unanimous roll call vote----
