BOARD MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 18, 2014
CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang, Matt Woods, and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Lola LeMere, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley and 8 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

Approve MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 21, 2014 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of September 18, 2014; carried on a unanimous voice vote----

Winnebago County Sheriff’s Deputy Nicla appeared before the Board.  Chairman Snider asked him to remind the Sheriff’s Department about the speeding issue on County Road M.

Clerk Zobel provided a letter received from the Winnebago County Solid Waste Management Board stating that the tipping fees will increase by $1.00 per ton, making the total $40.00 per ton as of January 2015.
Clerk Zobel also reported on a letter received from the Winnebago County Recycling Center stating the

Signing Municipalities voted to have Winnebago County maintain $112,265.00 of the surplus recycling revenue and rebate $77,384.  Checks will be issued by the end of September. 
PUBLIC COMMENT:

OPERATOR LICENSE: CATHERINE A. GAVIN:
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Burghardt to approve the operator license for Catherine A. Gavin; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
ORDINANCE TO ALLOW CHICKENS IN A RESIDENTIAL AREA: 
Chairman Snider explained that the Plan Commission was not in favor of this idea.  Since they had been asked to consider this before, they suggested the Board look at the Village of Winneconne code as a model ordinance. 

Discussion:

· Who will enforce the Ordinance

· Someone will have to contact the neighbors to verify signatures

· The coop and run will have to be inspected

· What if an old neighbor doesn’t have a problem with it, but a new neighbor does?

· The license should be renewed yearly

· There should be three site visits, one initial, one to make sure the plans match the ordinance and one surprise visit

Chairman Snider called three times for a motion, but none was stated.  This agenda item died for lack of a motion.
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ORDINANCE FOR THE DESTRUCTION OF OBSOLETE PUBLIC RECORDS:

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the Ordinance for Destruction of Obsolete Public Records with the correction that the word last should be least; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE ZONING CODE CHAPTER 310:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to adopt the Ordinance to amend the Zoning Code, Chapter 310

Discussion:

· Accessory structures should be allowed on the side of the house as well as behind the house.
· The size of allowable accessory structures should match the Winnebago County ordinance.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to rescind the motion on the floor to adopt the Ordinance to amend the Zoning Code, Chapter 310; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to refer this matter back to the Plan Commission with the placement of accessory buildings to include side lots and to change the size of accessory structures allowed for properties less than one acre to 1200 sq. ft. plus 1% of the lot size; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported on year to date results.  He stated that the calls are slightly down and the majority of calls are for EMS.  He stated the Fire District has $100,000 set aside for their new training center.

Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley reported that the radios are working well.  He stated the Fire District had increased their budget for the years 2014 and 2015 because the roof needs to be replaced.  The District is also looking for an acre of land to be donated for the new training center.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Police Chief Hanson reported on a cross country meet to be held at Lake Breeze Golf Course.  People will be bussed to and from the event.  Ball Prairie and Lasley Point Roads will be shut down during the meets.

Chairman Snider stated an announcement should be made at the high school reminding students to be aware of small children and watch their speed.
Supervisor Benedict reported that there are more vehicles with no plates on the Winter property.  He added that he felt citations should be issued.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Benedict reported on various roads within the Town.  
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider reported on the WTA training classes he attended in Stevens Point.  He further stated the next WTA County Unit meeting will be in the Town of Algoma on October 2, 2014 and there will be a presentation on roads with heavy loads.  He encouraged the Board to attend.
