----MOTION by Commissioner Yost, second by Commissioner Eagon to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of September 3, 2014; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice---
ZONING CHAPTER 310:
     AMEND PERMITTED ACCESSORY USE LOCATION

     CHANGE ALLOWABLE STRUCTURE SIZE LESS THAN 1 ACRE TO MATCH COUNTY
Commissioner Snider stated the Town Board had sent this back to the Plan Commission to consider accessory buildings in the side yard as well as in the rear yard.  

Discussion:
· There could be an area within the Town where a property on one side of the street is in Town zoning and the property across the street is in County Shoreland zoning.  The Town Board would like our code to mirror the County
· There could be property that has sufficient space in a side yard for an accessory building, but not in the rear yard

· The side yard could be used only if the rear yard wasn’t large enough for the accessory building

· The Town Board would like to see either side or rear yard

----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Yost to recommend to the Town Board adoption of the wording for accessory use location, Section 310-13 (c), as follows:

  
Section 310-13 Use Restrictions

C.  Accessory use location. Unless otherwise specified in other sections, accessory uses
 and detached accessory structures are permitted within the buildable area in the rear yard
 or side yard. They shall not be closer than 10 feet to the principal structure. They shall not
 exceed 18 feet in height. 

For residential properties less than one acre in size, the maximum size of the accessory structure shall not exceed 1,200 square feet plus 1% of the lot size. The structure shall 
not be closer than three feet to any lot line or five feet from any alley. 

One structure, up to 100 square feet, will be exempted from the calculation of permitted
square footage and shall not be counted in the number of structures permitted. 
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If the residential property is one acre or greater but less than five acres, the maximum
size of the accessory structure(s) shall be 1,500 square feet plus 1% of the lot size. Up
to two accessory structures shall be permitted and these shall not be closer than three 
feet to any lot line or five feet to any alley. 
One structure, up to 100 square feet, will be exempted from the calculation of 
permitted square footage and shall not be counted in the number of structures permitted;
Commissioners Eagon, Snider, Yost and Quigley voted aye, Commissioner Murawski nay----

carried on a 4-1 roll call vote----
COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE PLAN TEXT UPDATE AND MAP LEGEND:

Commissioner Snider mentioned he met with Ken Jaworski from Martenson & Eisele regarding conversion of the map created by Commissioner Murawski into their GIS system.  
----MOTION by Commissioner Murawski, second by Commissioner Eagon to adopt the wording change for page 5 of the Plan text and for the notation on the Future Land Use Map to read as follows:

The Agriculture, Vacant/Underdeveloped Future Land Use category includes 
developed and possibly some future residential lots created by the CSM 
(Certified Survey Map) process, but shall not include sub-divisions created through 
the platting process covered in the sub-division ordinance Chapter 275,
beginning at Article IV;
motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Yost to adopt Resolution No. 003-2014 recommending adoption of the Town of Winneconne Comprehensive Plan 2014-2034;
