OCTOBER 16, 2014
PUBLIC HEARING - COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE PLAN 2014-2034
The Public Hearing was called to order by Chairman Tom Snider at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.  Present were: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang, and Matt Woods. Also in attendance were Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Lola LeMere, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Police Chief Brad Hanson, and 8 citizens. 

With no one appearing for or against, the Public Hearing was closed at 7:32 p.m.   

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:32 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang, Matt Woods, and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Lola LeMere, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Police Chief Brad Hanson, and 8 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

Correspondence: 
The Board was given a copy of the County’s Ordinance regarding livestock waste management.
Clerk Zobel provided a letter received from Winnebago County regarding Act 377 – Implements of 
Husbandry.  There will be a meeting Wednesday, October 22 at 6:00 p.m. at the Winnebago County 
Highway Department. Chairman Snider and Supervisor Benedict will attend the meeting. 

Clerk Zobel reported that the official population set by the State of Wisconsin for the Town of Winneconne is 2385. This is an increase of 20 from 2013.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Scott Johnson with the Wolf Runners Snowmobile Club appeared before the Board to request using part 

of Lasley Point Road and Ball Prairie Road for snowmobile trails.  Chairman Snider said the item would 

be added to the agenda for the next regular Board meeting which will be held Thursday, November 20, 
2014.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

No Officer in attendance.
E-911 JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT WITH WINNEBAGO COUNTY:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the E-911 Joint Powers Agreement with Winnebago County for the period December 1, 2014 – November 30, 2015; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
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ORDINANCE TO ADOPT CHANGES TO ZONING CHAPTER 310:
Citizen Gary Petrik voiced his concerns about accessory buildings only being allowed in the side and rear yards of property.  He feels this is too much government control.
Chairman Snider said owners could request a Variance from the Board of Appeals.

Supervisor Woods said the change was too restrictive.

Supervisor Lang said this was an unnecessary change and residents should not be forced to pay $550 for a Variance to an unnecessary law.

Supervisor Burghardt suggested a compromise in respect to the size of the property so as to keep the rural characteristic of the Town as stated in our Comprehensive Plan.

Citizen Dave Roland inquired of the Board as to what the variance procedure is.

Chairman Snider explained.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to amend the language in 310-13

C. Accessory Use Location: to strike the words “in the year yard or side yard”; with Supervisors Benedict, Burghardt, Lang and Woods voting aye, Chairman Snider nay, carried on a 4-1 roll

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Benedict to adopt the Ordinance to amend Certain Sections of Chapter 310 as amended; Supervisors Benedict, Burghardt, Lang and Woods aye, Chairman Snider nay, carried on a 4-1 roll call vote ----

ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE PLAN 2014-2034:
Supervisor Woods questioned #8 on page 40.  He stated there is only one boat launch area listed.  He mentioned other areas in the Town that he believed to be places to launch a boat.  Discussion determined the areas he was referring to had water access but no facility to launch boats.  
Supervisor Woods also referred to page 41, Child Care Facilities.  He noted the facility on Clow Road was closed. No one was aware of a facility on West State Road 116.  Chairman Snider said he would speak with Planner Ken Jaworski regarding these issues.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to pass the Ordinance to adopt the Comprehensive Land Use Plan 2014-2034 after the above issues are resolved; carried on a 5-0 roll call vote----
Supervisor Burghardt thanked the Plan Commission for their work on the Comprehensive Plan.
SANITARY SEWER FEASIBILITY STUDY USH 45 & CTH GG:
Chairman Snider stated that the Board had received a copy of the Feasibility Study to extend sewer to the USH 45 and CTH GG intersection.

Supervisor Woods said he had sent an email to the County IDB to set up a meeting for review of the Study to determine if the Town would be eligible for the grant money from the County.

Discussion followed about the Study and the consensus was that the Board would like to see an estimate on the cost to upgrade the Butte des Morts sewer treatment facility to a mechanical treatment system.

Chairman Snider will contact Martenson and Eisele to get an estimate for another study to determine what it would cost to upgrade the Butte des Morts sewage treatment plant.

SET DATE FOR THE BUDGET WORKSHOP:

The date for the budget workshop was set for Thursday, October 30, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Woods said the Fire District did not meet last month, therefore, there was nothing to report.
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DISCUSS LAND USE DONATION FOR FIRE DISTRICT TRAINING CENTER

Chairman Snider mentioned that the Fire District is looking for land to build a training facility.  The Town has vacant land adjacent to the Town Hall that could be offered to the District but several issues would have to be considered such as:

· A possible need to expand the Town Hall building or parking lot after the land was given

· Asking for a garage area in the Fire District facility for the Town squad car to free space in the Town garage for storage

· Asking the Fire District to include a satellite facility in the new building

· Consider the possibility that the new District building would have to use the Town Hall driveway on County Rd. M for access

· Question whether “burning” for training purposes would be done

· Question if the facility would be rented to others

Chairman Snider said he would discuss these issues with the Fire Chief.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Police Chief Hanson reported the second cross country meet will be held this weekend at the Lake Breeze Golf Course.  

Speeding on Lasley Point and Indian Shores was discussed.  It was felt citations should be issued.  Chief Hanson will contact Chief Running from the Village of Winneconne to see if there is a mobile radar unit that can be used. He will also contact Sheriff Matz about borrowing a speed study device from the County.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict reported that a new culvert has been installed at the end of Adams Street.  He further reported that two other culverts will be replaced and a tree stump on Olen Trail will be removed.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider reported that he and Supervisor Benedict will attend a meeting at Winnebago County regarding new laws regarding a new law, Implements of Husbandry.
