Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:32 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

Clerk Zobel provided the Board with a new handout regarding recycling changes starting December 1, 2014.  She informed the Board this handout will be distributed during tax collection.
SANITARY SEWER FEASIBILITY STUDY USH 45 & CTH GG:
Chairman Snider explained that the engineer from Martenson & Eisele, along with the Director of the East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission, Eric Fowle, believe that the Town should work with the Buttes des Morts Consolidated Sanitary District to do a formalized planning effort as required under NR-110.  The consensus of the Board was that Chairman Snider should get an estimate cost from Martenson & Eisele for a formalized facilities plan.

2015 WINNEBAGO COUNTY PER CAPITA FUNDING PROGRAM:

The Winnebago County Industrial Development Board has announced the proposed 2015 funding allocations.  The Board must complete a Statement of Intent by Friday, December 19, 2014.  Supervisor Woods said he does not yet have an idea for 2015.  The issue will be discussed next month after the Board receives an estimate on the cost of a formal facilities plan.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to adopt Budget Resolution 002-2014 to transfer $2,349 from Contingency Fund to Conservation and Development Fund; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
DISCUSS LAND USE DONATION FOR FIRE DISTRICT TRAINING CENTER:
Supervisor Woods reported there are 17 First Responders on the EMS staff.  He also reported that Fox Valley Technical School had a plane donated by Fed Ex for use in the schools’ Public Safety training building. The proceeds from the Fall Firemen’s Dance and the Chicken Fun night will go towards building a new training center for the Fire District.
Chairman Snider reported he had met with Fire Chief Krings regarding the proposed training center.  The intent is to store the rescue boat and also have a training facility.  There will also be an area for confined space training.  Chairman Snider will keep the Board informed on the progress of the proposed building.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his monthly written report for the Board.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict reported that speed limit signs were added on Lasley Point Road.  He also said he had received calls regarding plowing and he had informed the callers that the Town does not usually plow until 2 inches of snow has fallen.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:  
Chairman Snider reported he and Supervisor Benedict attended a County meeting regarding the 

new Implements of Husbandry law.  A draft Resolution is being prepared by the County for the Towns 

since many farmers farm in more than one Town.

Chairman Snider mentioned that the memorial sign and the tree planted in memory of Harvey 
Rengstorf had been dedicated.  His family expressed thanks to the Board.
