     PLAN FOR 2015 INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD FUNDS:

      Chairman Snider stated he will arrange a fact finding meeting with ECWRPC, DNR, Martenson & Eisele, members of the Town Board and members of the Butte des Morts Sanitary District to learn what would be necessary should the Town experience growth in the unsewered area around the Highway 45 & State Rd. 116 area. The Town Board feels it is in the best interests of all parties to have the same information upon which to base any future plans.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Al Anderson, Assistant Fire Chief, presented the 2014 Year End Report to the Board.  He 
stated the Fire District is interested in a Training Center and will take a look at the Town’s land
donation proposal. The money for any land purchase and the building project will come from fund
raisers by the Fire District.

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POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his monthly written report for the Board. He also reported that he had inquired about a radar screen unit and found the price to be in the range of $2,300 – $3,000.  No action was taken.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict said he will be speaking to Radtke Contractors regarding plowing issues that have caused lawn damage.
Supervisor Burghardt questioned the Radtke invoice and inquired about the 99 tons of salt and chips.  Chairman Snider and Highway Superintendent Benedict will find out the area that a ton of salt covers.  The fuel cost was also discussed.  The Clerk was asked to compare invoices for salt and chips from 2012-2014.
