FEBRUARY 19, 2015
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Matt Woods, and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Supervisor Eric Lang was excused.  Also in attendance were Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel,  Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Lola LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Building Inspector Tom Spierowski, Town of Vinland Supervisor Chuck Farrey  and 2 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

Clerk Zobel distributed a Call to Action from the Wisconsin Towns Association regarding a provision in the proposed 2015-17 state budget for Wisconsin regarding the elimination of local property tax assessment.
Chairman Snider urged the Board to read the article and contact their legislators.
Chairman Snider distributed a report from the Winnebago County Industrial Development Board that provided the history and accomplishments of the group.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

AGREEMENT WITH TOWN OF CLAYTON FOR BUILDING INSPECTOR SERVICES:

Building Inspector Spierowski appeared before the Board to inform them of an offer regarding his services and the Town of Clayton.  He would be an employee at the Town of Clayton and they would bill the Towns of Winneconne and Vinland for his services.  Currently his services are paid at an 80/20 rate, but with the proposed agreement, more money could be returned to the Town with 75/25 or 70/30 being proposed. Mr. Spierowski is one of less than two dozen individuals in the State of Wisconsin to be fully accredited to inspect all aspects of home and commercial construction.  

Chairman Snider proposed that the Town of Winneconne hire Mr. Spierowski as the Zoning Administrator.  
Chuck Farrey, Supervisor for the Town of Vinland addressed the Board and stated the Town of Vinland is in favor of this proposal.  He suggested that the Towns of Clayton, Winneconne and Vinland meet to discuss the details of the proposal.  

The Board consensus was in favor of this agreement.  Chairman Snider will pursue a meeting with the other Towns involved.
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FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported there was no meeting this month.  He further reported that the Chicken Fun Night was a success.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson reported he has been doing home checks as requested.  He also requested that surplus monies in his 2014 budget be transferred into the Public Safety account to be used for future expenditures to add or replace equipment.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to approve the request from Chief Hanson to transfer the surplus money from the 2014 police budget to the Public Safety account; carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
Chairman Snider reported that the announcement at the Winneconne High School about increased police patrols to check speeding has been effective. Resident Dave Roland said he noticed that the drivers had slowed down.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict reported on an incident on Wenzel Shore Road during the last snow storm.  He stated he will be speaking with Radtke Contractors regarding an adjustment to the charge for plowing that road.
