
TOWN OF WINNECONNE

 BOARD MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 26, 2015
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the special meeting to order at 8:05 a.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Matt Woods and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Plan Commission Chairman John Quigley, Butte des Morts Consolidated Sanitary District Commissioners Owen Russell, Norm Zobel and Jerry Miller, East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission representatives Eric Fowle and Joe Huffman, Martenson & Eisele representatives Mary Jo Miller and Ken Jaworski and 2 Town residents. Supervisors Dale Burghardt and Eric Lang were excused.  A Board quorum was present.

meeting with representatives from East central wisconsin 
regional plan commission, wisconsin dnr, and Butte des Morts 
sanitary district to discuss wastewater treatment issues that 
might occur with FUTURE DEVELOPMENT at highways 45 and 116.
Chairman Snider explained that the meeting was called to discuss wastewater treatment issues that might

occur with future development at Highways 45 & 116. Although no interest has been shown at this time,

the Town Board feels it should be pro-active in planning efforts if a development possibility arises.

Eric Fowle stated that this meeting was merely for fact-finding. He went on to say that ECWRPC is an

advisory agent to local municipalities in their decision making process. Mr. Fowle reviewed the history 
of the Butte des Morts Sanitary District. He also explained that Martenson & Eisele had completed a 

Feasibility Study for the Town in September of 2014 that was funded in part by a Winnebago County

Industrial Development Board grant. 
Owen Russell addressed the Board and explained that the current Butte des Morts treatment plant is near
capacity. He added that the plant went on-line in 1991 and had been built with a 20-year life expectancy. 
The Commission has made a verbal commitment to provide sewer service to the owners of vacant lots 
currently within the District. Developers that have approached the District to extend sewer to new lots
have been told that the cost of any studies or added infrastructure would have to be at their expense. 
Mr. Russell also stated that as an alternative to expansion, the District could contract with the City of
Oshkosh for treatment services.

Supervisor Woods said the Town has merely asked for a price quote to do a study to up-grade the Butte

des Morts plant. No one has expressed interest in starting a business and no search for a business has

been done. He went on to say that the Town would like to use the projected flows reported in the first

study to determine what the cost of another study would be. He added that he felt that other communities

may have done a recent up-grade and their costs could be used as an example.

Ken Jaworski said that the protocol for a study is usually set by DNR requirements and since someone

from the DNR was not present not much could be determined at this time.

Mary Jo Miller reviewed some of the numbers from the first study and explained that the projections of
that study showed there would be a significant increase in the flows to the plant. She said more

information would be needed to be able to give a cost estimate for another study. 

Eric Fowle suggested that the Town, the District, Martenson & Eisele and ECWRPC meet with the DNR

to gather information so Martenson & Eisele could give an estimate on another study for the alternatives

to provide sewer service in the designated area.     
Joe Huffman will set up the meeting with the DNR.
