FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Fire Chief Ryan Krings reported that it has been quiet in the Town, but the Fire District has been providing mutual aid to other municipalities for fires. He added that in regards to burning bans, the West side of the State is DNR controlled and the East side of the State is controlled by co-ops.  Winnebago County is not part of any co-op that could put burning bans in place.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his written report and reviewed it with the Board.  He also reported he is continuing to monitor speeding within the Town.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict stated he is waiting to hear from the County to schedule the annual road survey.  He also reported that a culvert near 5143 North Harbour Dr. will be replaced and new speed limit signs have been posted within the Town.

Supervisor Burghardt reported on a health and safety complaint received March 30, 2015.  He stated he 

had checked the property and found no problem.  Supervisor Lang concurred.
