
TOWN OF WINNECONNE

BOARD MEETING MINUTES

APRIL 27, 2015
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the special meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Matt Woods and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Plan Commission Chairman John Quigley, Butte des Morts Consolidated Sanitary District Commissioners Owen Russell and Norm Zobel, East Central Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission representatives Eric Fowle and Joe Huffman, Martenson & Eisele representatives Mary Jo Miller and Ken Jaworski, DNR representatives Mark Corbett and Gerry Novotny and 3 Town residents. Supervisors Dale Burghardt and Eric Lang were excused.  A Board quorum was present.

Chairman Snider explained that the meeting was called to discuss wastewater treatment issues that might

occur with future development at Highways 45 & 116. Although no interest has been shown at this time,

the Town Board feels it should be pro-active in planning efforts if a development possibility arises.

Eric Fowle explained that the Town was looking at future growth. He added that the Butte des Morts

Sanitary District preferred to remain as is and any expansion to the District would be at the developers

expense according to current policy. He also explained that Martenson & Eisele had completed
a Feasibility Study for the Town in September of 2014 that was funded in part by a Winnebago County
Industrial Development Board Grant. He went on to say that he expected the DNR would look
at regionalization if a request to expand the Sewer District was submitted to them.
Mark Corbett from the DNR introduced himself and explained he was recently assigned to this area. He

explained that he handles compliance issues for the Butte des Morts Sanitary District and at this point

in time the District is very much in compliance. He added that the DNR would look at regionalization with a pooling of resources rather than another new plant. He went on to say that cost is a major issue because of building maintenance, depreciation and operational costs would make the DNR look at the cheapest regionalization options. Phosphorus and ammonia limits will also be another consideration the DNR would have. Any plan submitted would be analyzed for the size of the development and the worth of the project over 20 years.
Gerry Novotny from the DNR office in Madison introduced himself and told the group that he would

review any facilities plans that came in for the District with the help of another Madison individual that does effluent limit calculations for the DNR. He said he was in attendance to fact find and said he would consider what effect any new development would have on the current plant with a look at regionalization.
Supervisor Woods said the Town has merely asked for a price quote to do a study to up-grade the Butte

des Morts plant. No one has expressed interest in starting a business and no search for a business has

been done. He went on to say that the Town would like to use the projected flows reported in the first

study to determine what the cost of another study would be. He added that he felt that other communities

may have done a recent up-grade and their costs could be used as an example.

Mary Jo Miller stated that the numbers from the first study included a significant increase in the flows but did not look at a 20 year projection.

Mark Corbett added that pond systems have many more limitations compared to mechanical plants.

Norm Zobel from the Butte des Morts Sanitary District explained that the current plant is near flow capacity, and future ammonia and phosphorus limits are a concern for the Commissioners.

Owen Russell from the Butte des Morts Sanitary District mentioned that lot size at the current plant location would be an issue to consider in a plant upgrade discussion.
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Town resident Vince Straus questioned what standards would be used for calculating BOD and flow limits. He added that he felt the cost of an upgrade to the plant should be spread throughout the Town as a tax levy.

Chairman Snider summarized that he felt Martenson & Eisele had enough information to proceed with producing a cost estimate to do a facilities study for the Town. If the Town decides to accept the bid they will give the numbers to the DNR for review to determine what the facility planning options could be for the District.
