MAY 21, 2015
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang, Matt Woods, and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Lola LeMere, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley and 7 citizens. A Board quorum was present.

He was informed that the Police Chief for the Town will be out of the office for three months while recovering from surgery.  Chairman Snider stated he had spoken with Sheriff Matz to make him aware of the situation.

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WASTEWATER FLOW STUDY FOR PROPOSED SEWER SERVICE EXPANSION:
Mary Jo Miller with Martenson & Eisele appeared before the Board regarding the wastewater flow study for the proposed sewer service expansion.  The cost for the study for a proposed sewer service expansion is $2,900 and approximately $50.00 for printing. 
 Supervisor Woods stated the DNR needs a projected 20 year flow study.
 Supervisor Lang asked what the Town has to do after the study is completed. 
 Supervisor Woods replied that the Board would discuss the options with the Sanitary District.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the contract for a wastewater flow study for a proposed a sewer service expansion at the Butte des Morts Treatment Plant; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
PROPOSED INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR BUILDING INSPECTION:

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement between the Town of Clayton, Town of Vinland and the Town of Winneconne for building inspection services; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

Clerk Zobel reminded the Board that the Town needs to implement a zoning permit.
CONSIDER ALTERNATIVE POSTING LOCATION WEST SIDE OF TOWN:
Several possible locations were discussed. This matter will be carried over until the next scheduled Board meeting.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley stated that the Fire District has two new members.  He informed the Board that the Fire District and EMS have been very busy. 
Supervisor Lang mentioned that the Fire District no longer uses the Town Hall fire well.  The District wants the Town to assume the maintenance costs including the annual inspection fee.  The item will be put on next months’ agenda for discussion and or action. Lang also mentioned that the proposed new training center will not be rented out; it will be strictly for training purposes.
Supervisor Woods stated he had spoken with some constituents who are concerned with the cost for yearly maintenance for a new facility.  It was mentioned that no matter where the training center was built, 48% of the cost of the center will be paid by the Town of Winneconne.
Supervisor Burghardt said that when the study was done in connection with the upgrade of the main building in the Village, the recommendation included the need for a satellite facility stocked with response equipment on the east side of the bridge.  
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his written report for the month of April 2015.
Chairman Snider said that he had spoken to Sheriff Matz and Chief Running in case the Town is in need of an officer during the absence of Chief Hanson. Sara Schrage will be covering the duties in regards to animal complaints. 
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict stated the annual road inspection had been completed.  Lakeshore Rd. will be a priority for repair.  He is looking into pulverizing Wiesner Rd. and leaving it as a gravel surface.  Road aids from the State may be lost.  He will check with the State.   
The Town will request aid from the County for replacement of two culverts.  

Supervisor Woods mentioned that the Indian Shores boat launch needs repairs.  Discussion followed about liability issues and lack of parking in that area.  
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A citizen reported on the Indian Shores boat landing.  He stated the slabs have lifted up and the signs are 

crooked. He inquired as to whether or not this landing will be closed. 
Highway Superintendent Benedict stated that if this landing is closed, another must be created per the 
DNR.  The shifting of the slabs happens annually. Supervisor Benedict stated that he will look at the signs and contact Radtke Contractors in regards to the slabs.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:  

Supervisor Woods reported on a Winnebago County Emergency Management meeting he attended in 

which Winnebago County had encouraged the municipalities to make sure their current emergency plan
 is up to date.  Chairman Snider said he would locate a copy of our current plan.
