JUNE 18, 2015
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Matt Woods, and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Also in attendance were Town Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley, Fire District members Michael Morris and Adam Reinke, Building Inspector Tom Spierowski and 4 citizens. Supervisor Eric Lang was excused. A Board quorum was present.

APPOINT TOWN ATTORNEY:

Chairman Snider explained that the Board has been concerned about the appearance of a conflict of interest with the same Attorney representing Winneconne Sanitary District No. 3 and the Town. 
----MOTION by Chairman Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to appoint Attorney Matthew Parmentier on an as-needed basis for one year; motion carried on a 3-0 roll call vote with Supervisor Burghardt abstaining---- 
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ACCEPT RESIGNATION OF JEROLD OLSON FROM SANITARY DISTRICT NO. 3:
Chairman Snider stated that Jerold Olson had submitted a letter of resignation effective July 1, 2015.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to accept the resignation of Jerold Olson as Commissioner for Winneconne Sanitary District No. 3; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

APPOINT COMMISSIONER FOR SANITARY DISTRICT NO. 3:
Chairman Snider said Kristin Rammer, 6459 Paulson Road has agreed to accept the position of Commissioner for Sanitary District No. 3.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to appoint Kristin Rammer as Commissioner for Sanitary District No. 3 effective July 1, 2015; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

Supervisor Woods said he would like to have appointees attend the Board meeting to explain why they are interested in the position.  Discussion about a policy for Committee appointments will be put on the July agenda.
RE-NEW CONTRACT FOR ANNUAL AUDIT WITH KERBERROSE CPA:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to re-new the contract with KerberRose CPA for the Town’s annual audit for the next three years; motion carried on a unanimous 

4-0 voice vote----

IMPLEMENT ZONING PERMIT FOR NON-SHORELAND AREAS:
Chairman Snider explained that the Town does not have a zoning permit in place for non-shoreland areas. Property owners within the shoreland zoning area are required to get a zoning permit from Winnebago County for new construction, additions, decks or accessory buildings. He recommended that the Board implement a zoning permit at the cost of $165.00 for uniformity within the Town.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to implement a Town zoning permit for areas in non-shoreland zoning at the cost of $165.00; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

Chairman Snider explained that the Fire District has asked the Town to pay the annual inspection fee of approximately $95.00 for the fire well at the Town Hall. The Town currently pays the annual DNR fee of $125.00. Chairman Snider added that if the well were abandoned, it would be difficult to reinstate such a well. Supervisor Burghardt asked the Chairman to find some options for the Town to use to recoup the annual fees.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict that the Town assumes the costs involved in maintaining the Town Hall fire well; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----     

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley informed the Board that the Fire District and EMS have been very busy. 
The District is preparing to assist in many upcoming summer events in the Village.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson did not have written report due to his recent health issues. The squad car has been repaired.
Chairman Snider said that he had noticed increased patrols from the Sheriff’s Department. Supervisor Benedict added that the Village had also increased patrols near the school.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict stated the annual road inspection has been completed.  Lakeshore Rd. will be a priority for repair. Repairs on Woodland Rd. will probably be put off until next year. The Main St. boat landing and the Indian Shores boat landing will be repaired.
