CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman John Quigley called the Plan Commission meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne.

PUBLIC COMMENT: None
APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF JULY 1, 2015:
----MOTION by Commissioner Snider, second by Commissioner Eagon to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of July 1, 2015; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice---
CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP:  

   CLINTON SAILORS, 6173 W. LYNGAAS ROAD, TAX PARCELS 030-0793 & 030-0793-01

Jim Smith explained that the owner is enlarging Lot 2 which includes the home he occupies and plans to sell Lot 1.
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Murawski to recommend to the Town Board that the Certified Survey Map for Clinton Sailors, 6173 W. Lyngaas Road, Tax Parcels 030-0793 & 030-0793-01 be approved because the map conforms to the Town Code and is not a disadvantage to either property; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote--
COUNTY INTERPRETATION OF 2015 SENATE BILL 113/ACT 41:
Commissioner Snider reported that he witnessed Governor Walker signing Act 41. The new law provides that a Town ordinance which is in effect before a County shoreland zoning ordinance takes effect and that is more restrictive than the County shoreland zoning ordinance, continues to apply to the extent of the greater restrictions.
Commissioner Snider went on to say that Winnebago County officials have cited another pre-existing law that states that the County “shall” maintain zoning in a shoreland area as a reference for them to keep their jurisdictional powers. Snider added that he will continue to research the matter and bring any updates back to the Plan Commission.
ARTICLE IX OF THE SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE - DEDICATION OF LAND:
Commissioner Snider explained that while our Ordinance requires dedicated park and/or recreational areas, maintenance costs and insurance liability have become a concern for the Town.
Discussion followed about different areas that exist. 

Zoning Administrator Tom Spierowski said he thought that Chapter 236 of the State Statutes, which governs subdivision of land, had a requirement for public access to the water if the plat involved shoreland. Commissioner Snider said he would check on that and bring the topic back at a future meeting if needed. No recommendation was developed.
