AUGUST 20, 2015
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:  Supervisors Dale Burghardt, Wm. Benedict, Eric Lang, Matt Woods, and Chairman Tom Snider were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings and 2 citizens. A Board quorum was present.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Officer Kraft, representing the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department, appeared before the Board.  He reported the Sheriff’s Department’s use of social media to distribute information has been successful.  He also reminded citizens to inform their neighbors when they are going to be gone and to make sure their homes and vehicles are secured.
Chairman Snider stated school will be starting soon and requested that the County add extra patrol in the area of the school.

PROCESS FOR USE OF WOLF WILDERNESS TRAIL GRANT MONEY:
Chairman Snider reported that there are no Department of Transportation restrictions on how the Wolf Wilderness Trail Grant money is used.  The Town only has to maintain one separate account.

VARIANCE FOR JEAN SWICK, 7187 CLARK POINT RD, TAX PARCEL 030-1277:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to recommend to the County Board of Adjustments that they allow the variance for Jean Swick, 7187 Clark Point Rd., Tax Parcel 030-1277 because replacing the retaining wall will improve the value of the property; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
OPERATORS LICENSE: VICKI L. WILSON:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to grant an operators license for Vicki L. Wilson; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
APPOINT COMMISSIONER FOR WINNECONNE SANITARY DISTRICT NO. 3:
Chairman Snider explained that the Commissioner appointed in June was unable to fulfill the duties of the office.  He added that the policy used to be that the out-going Commissioner would find his/her replacement.  He asked the Board for an increased effort to find a new Commissioner.  A list of people living in the District will be obtained.
DISCUSS LOCATIONS ON THE WEST SIDE OF TOWN FOR POSTING AGENDA:
Agendas are currently posted at three places within in the Town and were also posted at YDS Yarn & Fabric for the convenience of residents that live on the west side of Town. Since YDS has closed, the Chairman would like to find another location on the west side for posting of agendas.  Chairman Snider will contact BJ’s Landscaping to see if they could be a posting site for the Town agendas. 

EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN:
The Butte des Morts Lions Club building was proposed for an alternate site for the Town Hall should an emergency situation arise.  A question arose as to whether or not this would be a suitable location because the building does not have a phone.  The Board decided this would not be a problem due to the fact that cell phones could be used.  Chairman Snider will contact someone from the Butte des Morts Lions Club to make these arrangements.
Supervisor Burghardt requested to be added to the contact list.  The supervisors will be listed in alphabetical order on the contact list.

----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Woods to accept the Emergency Operations Plan with the above modifications; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Fire Chief Krings announced that the annual Fire District meeting will be held at 7:00 p.m. on September 14, 2015.  He also reported that he is working with Insurance Services, a company that rates Fire Districts.  The rating affects insurance rates for residents within 5 miles of the fire station, and is based on equipment and services provided by the Fire District.  He is anticipating a better rating which will help lower insurance rates for residents.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson reported he is back on duty with no restrictions.  

Chairman Snider stated there should a police presence on the first day of school. He asked Chief Hanson to contact the Village or the County to add extra patrol if he was not available that day.
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ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Bill Benedict reported on road work for Lakeshore and Wiesner Roads.  Other areas that need repair were discussed. 
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Burghardt reported on a property located at 5926 Lakewind Drive which has unlicensed vehicles and debris in the ditch.   Chief Hanson was told to contact the owner of the property.
