SEPTEMBER 17, 2015
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:  Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang, and Chairman Tom Snider were present. Supervisor Matt Woods was excused. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Winneconne News Editor Becky LaDue and 2 citizens. A Board quorum was present.

Clerk Zobel received notification from the Winnebago County Solid Waste Management Board stating that the tipping fee for solid waste will increase on January 1, 2016 by $1.00 per ton, making the rate $41.00 per ton.
Chairman Snider presented an email from local Senators and Representatives regarding repeal of LRB 2983 relating to standards and ordinances regulating shoreland zoning.  They are asking for support in their effort to repeal the budget provision and allow for public input on this issue.

RESOLUTION 007-2015 REGARDING WINN COUNTY ZONING CODE CHAPTER 23:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to adopt Resolution 007-2015 regarding text amendments to Chapter 23 of the Winnebago County Zoning Code; carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----
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BOARD COMMENTS TO THE COUNTY BOARD OF ADJUSTMENTS ON REQUESTED

VARIANCE FOR SUSAN VERHAGEN, 7120 SHORELINE DR, TAX PARCEL 030-1330:

Chairman Snider stated that the map explains the situation. He added that many homes on the road have the same issue.

----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to recommend to the Winnebago County Board of Appeals that the  variance to allow the construction of an attached garage with substandard street and shore yard setbacks for Susan Verhagen, 7120 Shoreline Drive, Tax Parcel 030-1330 be granted; carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

     The findings were: 

1. It is consistent with other properties on the road. 

2. Allows for indoor storage. 

3. Improves the property value.
APPOINT COMMISSIONER FOR WINNECONNE SANITARY DISTRICT NO. 3:
Chairman Snider explained that he had discussed the operation of the Sanitary District and gave a copy of the State Statutes that apply to Sanitary Districts to Shari Rather to review. Mrs. Rather also attended the last Sanitary District meeting.

----MOTION by Chairman Snider, second by Supervisor Burghardt to appoint Shari Rather as a Commissioner for the Winneconne Sanitary District No. 3 to complete the term of Jerold Olson; carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----

2016 COUNTY IDB FUNDS:
Supervisor Woods had submitted a proposal to barter services with the Village of Winneconne in return for allocation of the Towns’ portion of IDB funds to them.

Supervisor Lang met with the Administrator for the Village of Winneconne and presented the proposal to him.
Chairman Snider stated he would have liked to have included Town resident access to the Village compost site in the proposal. The item will be placed on the October agenda.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Lang said he had spoken to Chief Krings and was told there was no news. The EMS calls continue to be high.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Police Chief Hanson provided his monthly activity report for the Board.

He stated he had done extra patrolling during the first week of school.  He also discussed the situation on several blighted properties within the Town.
Chairman Snider said he was going to work with the Town’s Attorney on updating our nuisance ordinance and meanwhile seek his advice on what the Town should do about existing conditions.
Chairman Snider mentioned a speed sign he had recently seen in the City of Omro and asked the Chief to look into something similar for the Town.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Highway Superintendent Benedict reported that a new culvert had been installed on North Harbor Drive.  He is going to have some No Parking signs installed on Wolf Run near the baseball/soccer field because vehicles are blocking driveways.  A project cost for blacktop in that area will be brought to the Board at a later date.
