ACTION TO DISCONTINUE LAND IDENTIFIED AS FOX STREET IN BUTTE DES MORTS

The Public Hearing was called to order by Clerk Yvonne Zobel at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.  Present were: Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, and Matt Woods. Absent and excused were Chairman Tom Snider and Supervisor Eric Lang. Also in attendance were Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson 
and 5 citizens. 

With no one appearing for or against, the Public Hearing was closed at 7:32 p.m.   

CALL TO ORDER:

Clerk Yvonne Zobel called the regular meeting to order at 7:32 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
Clerk Zobel called for a motion to appoint a Chairman Pro Tem in the absence of Chairman Snider.
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to appoint Supervisor Burghardt as Chairman Pro Tem; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 voice vote----

Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson and 5 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

Troy Zacharias, with Action Appraisers, reported to the Board that there is no contract to be voted on at this time.  He informed the Board that the contact will be for three years starting at the same rate as 2015.

MICHAEL SEAMAN, 6549 LASLEY SHORE DR, TAX PARCEL 030-0895:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to recommend approval of the variance for Ginger and Michael Seaman, 6549 Lasley Shore Drive, Tax Parcel 030-0895 The findings for the Variance were that the structure has existed for more than 35 years and has never created an issue for surrounding properties and the proposed work will improve the property value; carried on a unanimous 3-0 roll call vote----

Supervisor Woods informed the Board that there was no Fire District meeting this month.  Clerk Zobel requested a copy of the 2016 budget for the Fire District. 
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Police Chief Hanson provided his monthly activity report for the Board.  He further reported he felt that speeding in the Town has been reduced.
