BOARD MEETING MINUTES
NOVEMBER 19, 2015
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley and 8 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

----motion by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of October 15, 2015; carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote with Chairman Snider abstaining due to the fact he was not at the meeting----

Correspondence: 
Clerk Zobel reported on a letter received from the Winnebago County Zoning Department regarding findings on a variance request for Michael and Ginger Seaman. The Winnebago County Board of Adjustments has denied the variance request to remodel and expand a home with a 2 ft. side yard setback located at 6459 Lasley Shore Drive, due to the fact that a reasonably sized home currently exists on the property and additions could be made to the existing structure without requiring a variance and that preference on using and expanding upon the existing foundation is a self-created financial hardship.
PUBLIC COMMENT:

Supervisor Lang voiced a concern over the hourly rate for the Town Attorney.  He did not feel the Town 

was saving any money because the hourly rate was higher.  Supervisor Burghardt agreed with Supervisor

Lang.  Chairman Snider stated this matter had been discussed before the contract was signed and he felt

there would be a savings to the Town because the overall use would be less.

Ryan McMurtrie, representing Jon and Nancy McMurtrie appeared before the Board to give a presentation on the proposed concept CSM.  The proposed parcels are governed by County Shoreland Zoning.  There was discussion about emergency vehicle access from Sate Highway 116 and the size of the cul-de-sac 
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to accept the recommendation of the Plan Commission and recommend approval of  the proposed concept CSM for Wildwood Creek LLC, 5599 E State Road 116, Tax Parcels 030-0340-01-01 & 030-0340-01-02; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

Assistant Fire Chief Quigley was given a copy of the concept CSM.
WOLFRUNNERS SNOWMOBILE CLUB REQUEST TO USE LASLEY POINT ROAD & 
BALL PRAIRIE ROAD RIGHT-OF WAYS AS A SNOWMOBILE TRAIL ON AN ANNUAL BASIS:
Supervisor Burghardt had requested this item be put on the agenda. Supervisor Lang stated he likes the annual request. Scott Johnson stated that the Club has no problem making the request on an annual basis.

No Board action was taken.
JOINT LIBRARY EXPLORATORY COMMITTEE:
Chairman Snider explained that former Chairman Harvey Rengstorf had been involved in the early planning of a Joint Library. Due to subsequent changes in State Law, Chairman Snider questioned how the Town’s Library payment to the County would be adjusted and how much would come from the Town’s own tax levy if such a Board were created. Chairman Snider introduced Holly Selwitschka Librarian for the Winneconne Library and Jeff Jensen with the Winneconne Library Board and the WinneFox Library System.
Holly Selwitschka gave a presentation to the Board and presented a hand-out regarding a three year comparison of municipality circulation statistics at Winnebago County Libraries.  The proposed Joint Library Board would include the Village of Winneconne and the Towns of Winneconne and Poygan.  Ms. Selwitschka envisions representatives from each governing entity to serve on a Steering Committee to consider this possibility.  Meetings for the Committee would begin next year.  No Board action was taken.
BUTTE DES MORTS CONSERVATION CLUB ANNUAL REPORT
Pete Ehlert appeared before the Board to give the annual report for the Butte des Morts Conservation Club.  He reported on the Club’s new strategic plan developed in January 2015, the status of the classroom being built into the clubhouse, the use of the property by various organizations and the re-development of the property in general. He reminded the Board that the annual meeting will be held January 11, 2016 at the Fin’n' Feather in Winneconne.
APPROVE 2016 BUDGET:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the 2016 budget for the Town of Winneconne; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
ASSESSOR’S CONTRACT:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the contract agreement for consulting, assessing and appraisal services with Action Appraisers and Consultants.  It was noted that the rate has not changed and this is a three year contract; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
2016 COUNTY IDB FUNDS:
Supervisor Woods said he had appeared before the Industrial Development Board and the Town was approved to receive the 2015 Grant money.  He recommended that the Board apply for the 2016 Grant and he will present a plan for the use of that money.
OPERATORS LICENSE: BRYER PINGEL
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to grant an operator license to Bryer Pingel; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 vote----
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REVISION OF CHAPTER 237-2 (A) TO CHANGE DISTANCE FOR FIREARM DISCHARGE TO 100 YARDS: 
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Woods to amend Chapter 125(2)(a) to read 200 yards, matching the DNR restriction for firearm discharge; motion failed on a roll call vote with Supervisors Lang and Woods voting aye, Supervisors Benedict, Burghardt and Chairman Snider nay----
CHANGE STARTING TIME FOR TOWN BOARD MEETINGS: 
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to change the starting time for Town Board meetings from 7:30p.m. to 6:30 p.m.; motion carried on a 4-1 voice vote with Supervisors Benedict, Burghardt, Lang and Chairman Snider voting aye, Supervisor Woods nay----
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Woods reported that fire calls so far this year are similar to what they were last year.  The EMS department is starting the re-certification process.  He also mentioned a request from the Town of Winchester to join our Fire District.  In conclusion, he stated the annual Chicken Fun Night is scheduled for February 2, 2016.
