
TOWN OF WINNECONNE
BOARD MEETING MINUTES
MAY 19, 2016

CALL TO ORDER:
Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL: Chairman Tom Snider, Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, Eric Lang and Matt Woods were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Elizabeth Knaack, Treasurer Leota LeMere, Police Chief Brad Hanson and 2 citizens.  A Board quorum was present.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
The Pledge of Allegiance was said in unison.

NOTICE OF VERIFICATION:
Clerk Zobel verified that the agenda notices were posted on May 13, 2016 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., and the Butte des Morts Post Office. Notices were also e-mailed to The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and posted on the Town website. 

APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE APRIL 21, 2016 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of April 21, 2016; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote---

Clerk Zobel presented correspondence from Winnebago County Solid Waste regarding surplus commodity revenue which will be distributed by check based on each municipality’s portion of 2015 tonnage.  

An email from Village Administrator Mitch Foster regarding use of the property at 945 E. Main Street was read by Chairman Snider. It was noted this property is zoned commercial and there is no code violation.  Chairman Snider will respond to this email.

PETITION FROM ARROWHEAD SUBDIVISION PROPERTY OWNERS TO PAY FOR CHANNEL DREDGING AS A SPECIAL TAX ASSESSMENT:
Eric Lang gave a brief presentation on the request to dredge the channel in the Arrowhead Subdivision.  He stated three bids had been received for dredging the channel.  13 out of 16 property owners have signed the petition.  The dredging will not affect the flow into the lake.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Burghardt to approve the request from the Arrowhead Harbor Channel property owners to have the Town pay for the dredging of their channel, evenly divide the cost per lot and bill that cost as an assessment for one year with the condition that if the invoice for the work is received after October 1, 2016, the town will charge each owner interest at the rate of 3/10 %; motion carried an a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote with Supervisor Lang abstaining----

RESOLUTION FOR COUNTY VARIANCE TO CONSTRUCT A DETACHED GARAGE WITH 
SUBSTANDARD STREET YARD SETBACKS:  KRISTEN & SHAWN ZAGRODNIK – 5003 RIVERMOOR DR., TAX PARCEL 030-0986:
 ----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Lang to approve the resolution for a County variance to construct a detached garage with substandard street yard setbacks for Kristin & Shawn Zagrodnik, 5003 Rivermoor Dr., Tax Parcel 030-0986 as it is not detrimental to the neighbors; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----
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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT TO SATISFY ELIGIBILITY FOR RECYCLING    
CONSOLIDATION GRANT FOR CALENDAR YEAR 2017:
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Lang to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement to Satisfy Eligibility for the Recycling Consolidation Grant for calendar year 2017; motion carried on a unanimous voice vote----
 
INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH AREA: 
Highway Superintendent Benedict will contact Radtke Contractors to move the slabs around at the Indian Shores boat launch area that were displaced by the ice over winter.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
The high pressure well at the Town Hall was discussed.  Chairman Snider stated a letter will be coming from Chief Krings regarding the abandonment of the well.  He further stated that County has a program for cost sharing up to $2,000 on the cost of abandoning the well.

POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson provided his written report for the Board.  
Supervisor Woods stated there has been an anonymous noise complaint and requested the Chief work some non-traditional hours to check on this issue.  He also asked that the Chief increase patrol during the times people are out walking and on the last day of school.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:  
Highway Superintendent Benedict stated he will spend approximately $68,000 on paver patching and should be able to rebuild about half of Woodland Road. He reported on culvert replacement cost sharing with Winnebago County for Grant Street and Jacquis Road.
